To Av™oid Cotton Pires.

The awfaji cataatrophe in Hobo*
ken which started from the igni-
tion ofa loose cotton bale " in
calls attention to the danger in-
volved in storing or transporting
cotton in the non-compressedbales.
There is no one article, not even
petroleum, sent irom this country
over sea thatcarries with it somuch
liability to take fireas cotton pack-
ed in the ordinary manner. In
tanks petroleum may be isolated
from all danger, but ordinary cot-
ton Imles (iannot be loaded com
pactly enough to remove the pos-
sibility of fire through carelessness
friction or spontaneous combos
tion. Yet compressed tothe hard
ness of a rock, and to one-sixth the
dimensions of the bales as usnally
packed, there is no safer cargo
than cotton.

Several methods are in ni* to
effect such compression-"ne,
which was astonishingly successful
having been exhibited at the late
Export Exposition in this city.
There is noreason why one of these
methods should not be pat into
use with every bale of cotton ship-
ped. In no other manner may the
constantly present danger of fire at
sea on ships carrying cotton
minimized.

If the marine underwriters and
the steamship companies them-
selves shall be so blind to their
own interests asnot to compel the
adoption of one of the methods of
baling cotton by compression,
then every intending passenger
should refuse to take passage on a
ship carrying that staple—Phila-
delphia Eecord.
