OlJIi RALEIGH LETTER

Negvoei Registerliig Rapidly
and in Larj» Nnmbert.

Special CorreiiKMiticniof Reflector.si

RALEIGH, N.C., July 10, 1900.

The Republicans have begun
their Hsiky gaihe of attempting to
intimidate and bulldoze Democrat-
ic registrars for refusing to register
illegal negromen as voters, as in-
dicated in this correspondence a
week or two ago. And the first
‘Marrest” was nmde at Winston
last Friday (Lieut. Gov. Reynold"s
home), at the instance ofdeclaimmr
Spence Blackburn, assistant Unit-
ed States District Attorney. The
best lawyers here state ttiat the
ristrars have a perfect right un-
der the new election law, to be ex-
acting in their requirements for a
full and legal identification of the
man demanding to register. Too
m&ny negroes without a local hab-
itation and a name that *sticks”™’
from one State to another, have
been vptingill*ally in North Car-
olina, and the democrats have the
law and the grit to stop this sort of
business. No harm will come to
this registrar nor to any other who
does his full duty on this matcer.

Batit should again be remem-
bered thatit is the desperate and
devilish white office-holding “lead-
ers’” who are instigating the ne-
groes to take this step—that of
swearing out .warrants against
white registrars. And they are
the fellows chiefly to be held re-
sponsible, if trouble comes.
NEGBOI» ARE ALL EEOISTEBING,

Anexamination of the registra-
tion books of this city and reports
from a number of other points,
show that the negroes will all vote
this year—al of them who are
legally entitled to do so. Some of
the ex-convicts and South Carolina
importations of 1898, who got their
names on the registration books
ofthat year, by the aid of the “fu-
sion” registiars, will
howeverj nor will a number of ne-
gro boys from 18 to 20years, whom
the fusioaists will try to vote. But
the great bulk of 120,000 negro
voters of the State will vote three
weeks hence, and they are register-
ing in a hurry—much more active
and anxious to do so than the
whites appear to be so far. Of
course all of them will vote against
the Amendment—the very best of
reasons why every self-respecting
while man should vote for it. v

election law. Tins fully shows
that they have been taught by the
white fsiounists and local negro
bosses before going into the voting
precinct to legister. It ia stated
that their “lessons” are taught
them, here in llaleigh, at the ne-

tious enough to want my town to
be the equal of her sisters in point
of intelligence, enterprise and
wealth} and without a good, sound,
healthy and enterprising paper,
this intelligence and enterprise
must be wanting. Again, I am
ambitious enough to Want my home
paper to be equal ofany other lo-
cal paper and without a liberal
patronage from the citizAs this
cannotbe. The home paper should
make its weekly visits to every
family iu its territory. We can
not afford to assume the responsi-
bility ofrearing a family without
providing all legitimate means for
education, A good newspaper is
a splendid educator, and our chil-
dren will eagerly read it when they
are slow to read anything else, and
In the course of twelve months
they will have done a vase amount
of reading” that otherwise would
have been neglected.' /

I knew a man with a large fam-
ily of children well educated and
the man was poor, and being ask-
ed how he managed to educate his
children he replied; “Ikeptthem
well supplied with good newspa-
pers and other literature, and sent
them Io school what 1 could, and
they educated themselves.” The
newspapers help to create a thirst
for knowledge. There are chil-
dren today wellnigh grown that do
not know the world is much lar-
ger than their father’s farm or
their own neighborhbod; The
newspaper enlarges the idea of our
own. I know of no place where
we can invest a dollaror two that
will yield us such large returns as
in our home paper.

Feeling is beginning to run quite
high about the Constitutional
Amendment, and it is said' the ne-
groes are, in some cases, making
threats. The negroes appear to be
playing a double part. They give
it out publicly—that is those who
do ahy talking-—that they take no
sort ofinterest in the amendment,-
and want the white people to set-
tle that question, But such talk
i1s suspicious, to say the least.
The n*roes win uodoubt attempt
to the very last man to register and

vote.

It has been agreed that newspa-
per supsoridlions are an infallible
test of a man’s honesty.

Thousands ofalleged
Christians are dishonest in this par-
ticular. at least, and the printer’s
book will tell fearful tales at the
finaljudgment.—Press & Printer.
