The statistical report of the In-
ter-State Commerce Commission for
the year ending June 30th, 1899,
shows that the number of railways
in the hands of the receivers on

that date was 71, a netdecrease of

23, as compared with June 30th,
1898. The numberof road» placed
in the hands ofthe receivers dur
ing the year was 16, and the

her removed from their manage
ment was.39.

On June 30th, 1899, the total
single track mileage in the United
States was 179,284, an increase for
the year 0f2,898. This increase
is greater than for any year since
1893. The aggregate mileage in-
cluding tracks of all kinds, was
252 364. There were 36,703 loco-
motives in sersdce at the end of the
year, or 460 more than for the year
ended June 30,1898; the total num-

ber of cam of all classes in the ser-
vice was 1,375,916, an increase of
