Tobacco Bepaitmed&i

BY 0. L. JOYNBE.

DO NOT CROWDTH»” MARKET

Famers this year have com-
menced to market their toScoo ih
a very sensible and business like
manner. Heretofore by the middle
of August at least, *there were
heavy breaks on all eastern mar-
kets, thus practically overcrowd-
ing the market at the verj* hottest
season of the year, ai a time when
the tobacco is iu no condition at ail
to sell. And in many instances it
18 offered on the floor before the
curing process has been finished,
that is, while there is yet a go(®
deal of green matter yisible on the
leaf, which if allowed to remain in
bulk for a snort while would al-
most entirely disappear. Then,
too, the condition of.weather at,
this time is such that there is a
good deal of risk in carrying large
stocks ot tobacco in bulk. One
hundred farmers owning two hun-
dred thousand pounds of tobacco
areiu much better condition and
better prepared to take care of that
quantity of tobacco than are five,
six or more buyers at this hot sea-
son of the year, besides if this to-
bacco should begin to damage in
|he hand of the farmers it can be
very easily stopped, but if it be-
longs to one man it may be that
the damage will be irreparable be-
fore it is discovered.

Again the markets abroad are
not established and there is an
element of uncertainty that makes
sales at this season of the year very
unsatisfactory. IdonH have the
least doubt that the farmers who
have sold tobacco on the entire
markets during the last four years
have lost annually not less than
forty thousand dollars as a result
of crowding the markets during
the last half of August and first of
September. By overloading the
market at this time it, as a matter
of course, has a tendency to lower
prices and it takes cousiderable
time for the market recover. Iu the
meantime those of you that have
sold are the losers.

I speak on this matter from
actual experience, and the ware-
houseman or drummer who will
urge you to throw your tobacco on
the market at this time in any
great quantities is either woefully
iguoraut or recklessly indifferent
to your interest, and you will not
have to watch him long to find him
out. I was discussing this subject
a few days since with one of our
largest and best buyers and he con
eurred with me fully in my views,
adding at the same time “I wish
the warehousemen of the east
would get together and agree no
to open any of the markets unti
the 1st of September as it would
thereby be the means of stiviug the
farmers thousands of dollars aud
eliminate the great risk which we
take in carrying heavy stocks o
tobacco during the hot,
weather.”’

Asto the advisability of no
opening the markets until Septem
)€r 1 doubt the expediency, for
here are uuinbers of farmers who
want to sell some tobacco to enable
hem to save their other crops
But I have a plau which if all the
fanners will adopt 1think it wi
prove practicable aud I know in
calculably beneficial. It is this

eight months, then sell one-eighth
of his entire crop each month.

have heard suggested.

Some will say, Oh, I want to get
through with my tobacco by Jan-
uary. So you may. You may have
work that needs you at home while
yon are selling your tobacco the
fliBtihree meathaufthe year. You
may teel that you will not have
time to grade it. But stop and
think a moment. There will be
enough days that you cannot work
out doors in which to prepare
your tobacco for market. Besides
if you have to hire it all done if
you will pursue this plan 1Ul guar-
antee that you will get cnongh
more for your tobacco to pay you
for all your pains and outside help,
aud have a handsome blilance to
your credit. This is a very serious
and vital question to you all, my
farmer friends, and I hope you
will consider it.
