week and find so much tobacco that
had scarcely been touched, and I
am told that in Greeoe county it is
even worse than it here. [ think
that the color this year will be bet-
ter than it has been iu some time,
or at least the first cuvings will be,
for there has Ve 1iu rains to in-
terfere with the curing and fill the
tobacco with sap, this causing it to
splotch, lothewmole the condi
tion in thecnist is the worst 1 ever
saw.
