From On« lteflmtar t'orretponctent.
W ASHINGTON, D.C., Aug. 311000.

Mr. McKinley and his Cabinet,
or ratner the five members of it
who are in Washington, have been
giving a continuous diplomatic per-
formance this week, They have
W n holding daily sessions—one
day they held two sessions—to
wrestle with communications from
the imperial partners with whom
Mr. McKinley has been doing bus-
iness in China. The contents of
those communic”ations have not
been made public, but the semi-of-
ficial news disseminators say they
relate to a united agreement for a
settlement of questions relating to

China, and that the Emperor of”should it

Germany now stands obstinately in
the way of an immediate settle-
ment: Thatmay or may not be
true, but there are reasons for the
belief that the Emperor .of Germa-
ny, or auyboiiy else, who prevents
an agreement that would necessi-
tate a show down of the adminis-
tration’s Chiuese hand until after
the Presideutial election would be
regarded by Mr. McKinley as an
almighty good iiud.

Washington is entirely in the
dark as to what is goingon in and
around Pekin, us no telegrams have
come through that were not more
than a week old when received
and they have contained little that
was important.
