Fishing Club’s dam.

The dam broke at3 p. m., and
in three quarters of au hour the
three miles of water behind it,
about 4.80,000,000 cubic leefin all,

tated upon Johnstown. A swath
of 1,000 feet was cut through the
iron works and the principal busi-
ness and residence portion of the
town by the water, which rose to a
height of 30 or 40 feet. In three-
quarters ofan hour between 5,000
and G,000 had perished and about
1-40,000,000 damage had been
done.
