My DEAR MOTHER:
. I havejust received your nice
longletter written in Milwaukee
and enjoyed it very much. Ihope
the papers will come soon, sol can
read all alx)ut the Mothers Con-
gress. Tknow yon enjoyed your
tripout We.st. I also had two let-
ters from ftither recently.

I know the papers give yon
much later news than 1 can write
ofthe developments out here, but
nevertheless I think it will interest
all at Oittondale to hear of my
visit to the scene of the battle at
TienTsin. Afte*the fall of that
city I took a lew days off and went
up to the scene ot action, but no
words can give anidea of what I
®aw. I left here on a tug one af-
ternoon and went up to Tonku, on
theTei Ho river, wherethe U. S
S. Monocjicy in anchored. A tug
left there about midnight for Tien
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Chinamen floating down the river,
while socres of dogs watched them
from the banks, waiting for them
to drift ashore. Here and there
dogs would be snapping and snarl-
ing as they made their breakfast

on a human carsass. It was hor-

rible.

Soon we drew near the city,
what is left of it.
solders of all nations, were going
and coming, while on the river
bank crowds of Chinese were at
work under guard, unloading
snpplies for the troops. I found
my way to the U. S. Marine head-
quarters, and got a friend of mine
who was there at the fight to show
me around. First we took in the
foreign settlement that was bom-
barded by the Chinese for so long
a time. Bv”erywhere we saw ruins
and soldiers. Large store houses
wrecked by shells and burned, trees
torn down and even the walls left
standing were peppered with rifie
balls. Then we crossed the river
and went over to the railroad sta-
tion where some of the hardest
fighting took place. Here I mount-
ed ahigh platform and surveyed a
scene tne like of which seldom
comes to a man. We were on the
edge of what is called the Chinese
subnrbs, really a city of several
hundred thousand inhabitants.
Before us was a blackened mass of
ruins with not one roof left in it.
Two of the railroad houses were
still standing, but
wrecks, upon which you could
scarcely lay your hand without
covering a bullet hole, It was es-
timated that in the roof of one of
these houses were no less than six
thousand shot holes, large and
small Below us were the trenches
occupied by the allied troops pro-
ecting the station. Scattered over
the ground were unexploded shells,
pieces of schrapnel, and rifle balls.
It was indeed an impressive sight.
In the afternoon we went out to the
walled city. All the way out"

tlon of ruins. After looking
around, awhile, we went up on
the walland got abirds-eye view
ofthe batde field and city. Their
position looked almost impregnable.
The walls are thirty feet high and
twenty feet thick while 'the coun-
try around is almost as flat as a
table. The wonder is that in
taking this walled city we did not
lose more men. But it does seem
sad to practically wipe out of ex-
istence a city ofover a million in
habitants, and which is almost as
old as the hills.

The advance on Peking began
yesterday. We hear many reports
about Peking, but I think up to
this time the ministers are living,
although thqy are likely to be
killed at any time. The powers
are still working in apparent har-
mony.

I have a few very interesting
souvenirs. A large Chinese flag
from one ot the arsenals in the
walled city, an old pistol™ a rifle
and a sword belt. They are very
interesting if I can get them home,
and put them with the Spanish
flag and the Filipino flag 1 sent
you from Manila. I wish I could
be with you all at Cottondale and
hope I may be there in one more
year, though it is not certain.

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THE ToBACCO CROP, PRICES
AND NEED OF GROWERS’
ASSOCIATION.

PresidentJ. Bryan Grimes, of
the North Carolina Tobacco Grow-
ers’ Association, addressed a letter
recently to Mr. O. L. Joyner,
warehouseman of prominece at
Greenville, N. 0., in which this
recjuest was made:

““in \ iew of the reduced acreage
in tobac(X) in Virginia, Nprth Car-
olina and South Carolina, it would
appear that the type of tobacco»
the production of which is confined
largelj" to those States, should of
necessity advance. What is your
opinion of the outkxik for prices
this fapt [ willbe glad if you will
give the organizatiou of tobacco
farmers careful, serious thought,
aud cnthouj youj’views of the out-
look :1Klremedy in an article in
the Soiith eru TobaccoJourual.”

Uow true
this is 1 *onot kuow, but I do
ki ow 1 ’e s the price of tobacco
advan-(s, especially the better
gnide.i of li, \ery much over the
piiocs »f lust year, the thousands
ol idk onins lii iho fields of eastern
North G-arolina next year will em-
phitfizc the fict that this section
of tiie will no longer contri-
bute to ke( pthe surplus up.

Faiuifi's arii genenvlly slow to
act, uFually take a conservative
view of the conditions surroiAuding
them, and widoouliuue longer at a
losing gimc and keep up better
cheer than any other class or pro-
fession of men in the world; but
like a herd of buffaloes frenzied
and crazed by heat, when they
stampede for some stream from
which to (juencU their thirst are
headstrong amidetermined, so it is
with the masses of farmers. They
ooiUbiuV ironi yearto year to plant
tobacco, hoping that each year will
bring better j.rices, and they have
gradiml’v seen prices go lower and
lower iiitd vowr tliey ureou a verge
ofa headstrong stampede for the
first relief that is offered; and here
in eastern North Candina, where
o nr lauds are generally in a high

state of cultivation, that relief is
offered in the cotton crop.

Cotton is selling at better pri-
ces now than it has brought in ten
years. Our farmers primarily pre-
fer to grow cotton, because they
have inherited it to some extent
and it is less laborious. The same
iause which has advanced the price
ofcotton—the great law of supply
and demand, and which is just a8
incontrovertible as the laws of
gravitation—will in my opinion
surely advance the price of tobac-
co when the supply only equals

demand. *

I do not say, however, that sup-
ply and demand absolutely control
prices, for systematic organization
and combination of tobacco buy-
ers, even when the supply 1is less
than the demand, can and will do
a great deal toward controlling
the price; but I do assert that the
law ofsupply and demand is the
chieffactor in controlling prices,
and by thorough organization of
the tobacco farmers I shall attempt
to show conclusively that the grow'-
ers can be complete masters of the
situation and from their own posi-
tion dictate prices. The trouble
is getting at an approximately ac-
curate estimate of the supply.
When thisis known, in my opinion
this chief(X)ntrolling influence will
begin to assert itself. There are
other very powerful agencies wifiich
operate to oppress the price of to-
bacco, chief among which is the
lack oforganization, harmony and
concerted action on the part of the
farmers themselves iu pluutiug aud
marketing their tobacco.

Notwithstanding there is a uni-
versal concensus of opinion that
the crop in the three principal
bright tobacco growing States is re-
duced in acreage and condition
something near forty per cent, yet
if farmers begin marketing their
tobac(JO so as to sell all ol it in two
or three months, it is sure to fol-
low that there will be glutted mar-
kets, blocked sales, broken down
buyers aud warehousemen and con-
sequently lo»" prices. These forc-
ed sales, as I may call them, give
the impression also that the crop
has been underestimated, because
those whoare governed by the sup-
ply place their orders on the sever-
al markets, aud thus judge the
crop by their receipts as compared
with a similar period last year.
Hence when the crop
upon the market iu a short time,
say two or three months, the re-
ceipts for this tiu* may be as heavy
in a crop of forty niilUou Jvounds
as if it were a seventy million
pound crop.

In reference i=rhe organization
of the tobacco ihruiersofthe bright
tobacco growing States, [ should
say by all means let the work be
pushed continuously aud vigorous-
ly, from the couuties th.at produce
the smallest quantity oftobacci' to
those which produce the iniliions.
Let the work of the organiz<\uon
aud education be carried ou until
every man, from the poorest plow-
man with his one acre jiatch to the
mightiest landlord with his wvast
estates are enlistcnland their names
enrolled as 'colaborers and joint
partners in the same cause.

There can be no possible objec-
tion by “ny one to an orgaiazoil ef-
fort on the part of the great tobac-
co producers for the betterment of
their condition. Organization
will bring the farmers together;
thus the work of education begins
by au interchange of thoughts,
ideas and Edim*vtiou is
nothing but the broadening aud ex-
panding of the natunU talent or
sense, ami if by (mming together
and exghauging ideas ami opinions
we lilienite the mind to a more
generous ooustruetiou of our po-

views.

er, the effort will not have been in
vain. By complete and thorough
organization siteh can be affected.

If the farmers, or a fRw f th®
each community, will take an act-

ive interest in it a I>etter undef-

standing of the situation can be
had. One halfthe misery of the

world—nearly all the disagreement
between man and his Jellow man

18 the result of not properly under-
standing the position * h  occu-
pies. The relation ofthe producer
to the manufacturer is mighty
closely allied, and yet how far
apart are they in the conception of
duty each to the other.

By organization he who sweats
and toils to,make it possible for
the manufacturer to make wealth
and comfort from his scanty sup-
port can and will get closer togeth-
er in their relation to each other,
and when we understand the
motives which prompt each other’s
action, the responsibility can be
located and from the vantage
ground thus gained our rights can
be enforced and our wrongs made
right.

If the manufacturer converts
your raw material into greater
profits than you have realized, it is
simply because he is better organ-
ized; hgs the advantage and uses
it. If special laws are passed that
protect his interests, it is the result
ofa combination of organized if-
fort. e 7 ¢

Ifyour crop of tobacco, that has
cost you seven cents a pound inac-
tual outlay of cash on an economic
basis,'saying npthing about the
risk of drouth and flood and the
sleepless nights you have spent in
curing it, sells lor ten cents a pound
it does not sell for more because
you are not organized, and do not
work in harmony. Your energies
are wasted iu an aimless effort to

accomplish something without the Et

knowledge how to start. Hence,
I repeat, organize and educate.
these two words lie the salvation of
the tobacco farmers. Let the work
of organizatiou begin at once and
contiuue until this compact of far-
niera shall he incontixl practically

In

of every aore of tobacco from the
red hills of old Virginia and the
rocky cliffs of Tennessee to the
wave-wmshed shores of the entire
south xVtlautic coasr.

I shall not attempt to point out
the innumerable benefits to be de-
rived from such an organization,
but will say if nothing else is ac-
complished save the collection of
data relative to the supply and de-
mand and the regulation of the
acreage to supply only the demand,
together with a systemafic arrange-
ment of marketing the crop, it will
result iu incalculable benefit. Wis-
dom aud conservatism should con-
trol organization. The accomplish-
ment ofthe greatest good to the
greatest number without impairing
the interest ofany one should be
the highest object aimed at. Wild,
revolutionary and impractical
measures; such as seem to be the
disposition of some, should not be
allowed to gain serious considera-
tion. Tfie eftbrts of the organiza-
tion should be directed in uplifting
and bettering the condition of the
grower without trying to drag
down aud ruin any one. Let the
organizatiou Im governed Dy the
highest st4indardoi right regard-
less of cousequcsces, and the effort
will not be a failure.
