Coitos aod Cotton Goods

English and American, Northern
and Southern cotton mills, are now
confronted by the same problem.
This is how to makO' low-priced
goods out of the high-prieed cotton.
There are mills in this section
which have contracts which cannot
e filled except at a loss, some of
these contracts based on cotton as
low as Si cents; and it is doubtful
ifthe bestmanaged mill could make
buckle and tongue meet buying
cotton at prevailing prices and sell-
ing its product from day to day at
its market price. However, the
mills have had a season of good
times, and can afford to run for a
time without profit, and some of
them, perhaps, at a small loss.

They will all, of course, desire to
cotninue running, since suspension
means the scattering and demoral-
ization of labor and the deprecia-
ufmachinery. It is likely, toothat
the law of compensation will soon
apply and that there will be a nat-
ural adjustment of conditions.
Ckjtton is apt to decline in price or
cotton goods advance.” The latter
is much more probable as it is
much more to be desired. The
crop is undoubtedy chort, the best
estimates placing it not alxive 9,-
500,000 bales, and with a crop of
only this size, and an increasing
demand as the world’s population
incie*a>es and trade opportuuities
expaud, cotton is n.oie likely to
advance in price ihau to decline.
Butuntil the adjustment alxive re-
ferred to takes place the situation
of the manuiiacturer is a perplexing
one.—Charlotte Observer.
