Who can Vote,

An intelligent and accurate cor-
respondent, writing in another col-
nma, surprim us by his quotation
of what purports to be a resolution
adopted by the Democratic State
executive committee at its meeting
week before last, prescribing the
test ior voting in the senatorial pri-
mary in November. Under this
resolution as quoted, those whites
and Croatans who vote the Demo-
cratic presidential and congression-
al tickets in November are eligible
tovote in, the primary, *as well
as those who voted withius in Au-
gust but who will vote for McKin-
ley at the time said primary is
held.” It had been our under-
standing that any one who voted
Democratic ticket in August might
vote in the senatorial primary, but
f our correspondentquotes the res-
olution correctly it certainly shnts
out a person who votes for neitner
Bryan nor McKifiley in the com-
ing election, no matter how he may
have voted in August.

There was nothing in the resolu-
tion adopted by the State commit-
tee about those “who will vote for
McKinleyat the time said primary
isheld.” That wasin the first
resointion offered but was eliminat-
ed by consent of the man who of-
fered it. The situation as to' vot
ingin the senatorial primary is
this, and it is so plain that nobody
need get mixed on it. The Demo-
cratic State platfotm provided
that those who yoted the Demo-
cratic ticket in August can vote in
the senatorial primary. This
stands. The State committee did
nottry to change it—it had no
authority to change it if it had
tried. Therefore, those who voted

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the Democratic ticket in August
can vote in the senatorial primary,
no matter how they vote the
oougressipnal and presidenliai
boxes, or whether they vote in
these boxes ac all. Bat the State
oomrnmittee passed a Iresolution
supplementary to the State plat-
form and enlaiging the electorate.
This resolution provides, in sub-
stance, that those who vote for
Bryan and Stevenson and the
Democratic congressional nominees
in November, can vote in thensena-
torial primary, regardless of how
they voted in August. That’s the

whole business.—Statesville Land-
mark.
