fdrhimto make another round.
He had Just got out from one of
these rounds Sunday night when
he heard a noise behind tbe
jail. Thinking it was d tj», as
they had been prowling mound
there much at night, he picked up
some brick bats and started to
-drive the dogs away.

Getting behind the jail instead
of finding any dogs Mr. Buck saw
that several bricks had fallen out-
side from the wall and there was
a large hole wherelthe bricks came
from. He w” just in time to
prevent the prisoners from getting
out, as one of them had started .to
crawl through the hole when he
heard ihe guard approaching.

An examination Inside the jail
showed that the bolt and lock had
been broken off of one ofthe lower
cells and four negroes in it had
come out in the corridor and cut a
hole through the wall at the same
place where all the other escapes
have been made. How they man-
aged to break offthe bolt that held
the lock outside the cell door is a
mystery, but it is supposed they
persuaded acrazy negro who was
kept in the corridor to break it off
for them. The prisoners make so
much noise in the* jail that any
work they might be doing inside
could not be heard.

**Passed Over the River.**

Mr. Jesse Barnhill died on Fri-
day afternoon at his home in Caro
lina township, and was bnried Sat-
urday. He was 79years old, and a
good and true man, and one ot the
.county’s landmarks. “Uncle Jes-
se” as everybody called him, was
OD"oftne three old men in his
neighborhood whose names have
been frequently mentioned in Thk
Beflector.

A Glut of Cotton.

The shipments oi cotton for this
port are very heavy now. Yester-
day the freight yards of the Atlan-
tic Coast Line were strung with
cotton, awaiting to be discharged.
