Sonuyside, Ga., Oct. 6.—Cap*
tein John MclIntosh Kell, Adjutant
Qenerii«of Georgia, and one of the
most f led men in the South, died
at his .ome near this place this
«veniir( at 6:30 o”elock. He had
been  bad”health for a long time.
He was 77 years of age.

At lae age of 16' Kell was ap-
pointu a midshipman in the
cavy. He served with distinction
in the viexican war and was pres-
ent at Monterey, Cal,, when the
United States ilag was hoisted over
that territory. He was later an
officer in Commodore P ¢ * ’sexpe-
dition TOJapan.

In October, 1856, Jie married
Miss Julia Blanche Monroe, of Ma-
OOE, Ga. A briefservice at Nor-
folk and 18 months at Pensacola
oonstitnted his only duties on shore
while a member of the United
States navy. Upon the secession
ol Georgia, he tendered his service
to his native State, and in May,
1861, reported for duty to Captain
Baphael Semmes, at New Orleans,
where he served on the Sumter.
lAter he was with Amdiral Semmes
as executive officer cfthe Alabama,
the famous Confederate battleship.

After the loss of the Alabama,
he returned to the Confederacy and
was given command of the iron*
clad Eiohmond. In 1886 he was
appointed Adjutant General of

Gec”ia which office he held uut.1
bis death.,

Martyrs in China.

New York, Oct. 6.—More than
fifteen thousand native Christians
and one hundred and fifty Catho-
lic and Protestant missionaries died
the death of martyrs during the
four or five months of the Boxer
uprising in the nothern part of
€"na,”aooording to figures sup-
plied by the local missionary
boards. These figures are only
approximate, as it will be impossi
ble to obtain a complete record of
the Christians massacred until the
missionaries return to the districts
from which they were driven and
make detailed i%eports to their
respective boards.

At present it seems doubtful if
the missionari” can safely return
to the more disturbed provinces
fora year or perhaps lohger. The
estimates thus far given of the
number of Christians killed dur-
ing the uprising differ greatly.
Statistics recently published by the
religious press of London place the
total number of British and Amer
ican missionanes massacred, iu-
clnding children at so high a figure
as 118. According to these sta-
tistics the American societies lost
twenty-eight men, forty women
and twenty-five children, and the
British societies fifty-six men, fifty
women and fifteen children.
