They say that the circnmstantial
character of this report, together
with the fiact that General Trias
recently has been signing himself
‘«oommander”in chief’ of the in-
surgent forces, lends strong color
to the belief that Aguinaldo may
be dead. The latest account in
shis 1ine comes from Nueva Bcya,
.n Northern Luzon, where, in an
outpost skirmish, Agulnaldo’s
horse was killed, and his saddle-
bags, with a number of personal
)apers, were|captured. Auginaldo-
was shot from hishorse and severe-
y wounded. He was carried *by
ollowers into the jungle, and sub-
sequently was reported to be ill
with fever. His body afterward
was carried down the river ona
raft, slung in a hammock and com-
pletely covered with palm leavesj
but the natives who saw the pas-
sage of the raft were uncertain
whether he was alive or dead.
This together with the claims of
Trias and others insurgent generals
to the chief command of the army,
leads the local Manila papers to
jive considerable credence to the

story.

Southern*» New Purchase.

juouisville, Ky., November 22-
The Louisville, Evansville and St.
Louis railroad, commonly called
the Air Line,,was bought at pub-
lic sale to day by the Southern
railway at Huntington, Ind., for
14,030,000.

Jndge Wood, of the United
States Court, is expected to confirm
the sale at Indianapolis tomorrow,
but the Southern railway will not
assume control until January 1st.

The only bidders were Francis
L. Stetson and Victor Morawetz, of
New York, representing the bank-
ing firm of J, Pierpont Morgan &
Company, and the Southern rail-
way. To pay for the road the pur-
chasers yrill immediately issuellO,-
000,000 of Southern Railway Air
Line division bonds at 4 per cent,
in securing the Air Line, the
Southern railway'gains an en-
trance to St. Louis, thereby plac-
ing it on an equal footing with the
Baltimore and Ohio, Louisville
and Nashville, and other roads
entering Louisville and the South
having terminals at St. Louis. In
addition to this, uew and valuable
territory is opvued up to the South-
ernrailway iu both Indiana and
Illinois.
