WASHINGTON, D. U., Nov. 26th.
*Whatever else is left undone,
hurry with the army blll,/* 1liat
is the sum and substance *of what
Mr. McKinley says to every prom-
inent republican Senator and Rep-
resentative, whdgoes to the White
House. The reason he.wishes the
legislation for the increase of the
army hurried is, that he has re-
ceived a hint that the decision olf
the U. S. Supreme’Court will be
against the constitutionality of the
Porto Rico act, which would mean
that the U. S. would have to re-
linquish owner”*ip of the Philip-
pines, and would consequently
have no use for "a large standing
army, e wishes to get the big
army provided for before the court
hands down its decision, and it
wiU not be surprising if the "Attor-
ney General so manipulates tj”e case
as to prevent its “conclusion uotil
Ner theend of this Congress, as
Mr. McKinley might prefer not
having Congress in session should
the deoisioD be averse., This story
sounds iucrednldus, but it is being
seriously talked about in political
circles, and there have been other
cases 4n  which administrations
have been given advance hints of
important decisions of the Supreme
Court. Any uiember of the court
can u.snally make a pretty nearly
correct guess of how [HH e"klleagues
will stand upon 1uiVyriaut decis-
ions frpm theirtalk in a general
way to each other. Whether the
whole story is correct or not, it is
absolutely certaiu that Mr. Mc-
Kinley is plainly showihg his anx-
iefy ofthe speedy passage by Con-
gress of the army bill. ,
Representative Champ Clark, Oi
Missouri, returned to Washington,
feeliig as chippy as usual. He
said; “I am not downcast or dis-
couraged by the licking we got.
The most unpleasant feature is it
will take us six or eight years Ao
get the Senate. As to the propo-

sition to recorganize the democrat-
ic party, it is a factin natural his-
tory that the tail cannot wag the
dog: and same is true in politics.
The party.does not need reorgan-
izing to begin with. It is thorough-
ly organized, and evenif it were to
be reorganized, it would not be
from tj;e outside. We want every
body to come in that feels like
helping os, but we have a perfect
organization 6f our own.” Of'the
probable work of this session of
Congress Mr. Clark said;* “I think
this will be an extremely busy ses-
sion. The main thing the republi-
cans will do will be lo ratitj *the
Hay-Paunceiote treaty and pass a
Nicaragua Canal bill, in accordanct
with it, and to pass Mark Hanna’s
shipsubeidy bill. Ifthe Supreme
Court decides the Porto Rican act
unconstitutional, then the republi-
cans will run races with us as to
which will drop the Philippines
first. But ifit is decoded to be
cutistitutional, then this session of
Congress will have to pass some
kind of a bill for the government
and control of the islands. This,
with the routine measures and the
new apportionment under the last
census will make it an cxoedingly
busy session.”

The reception cf the proposition
advanced by the radical republi-
cans to reduce the repreeentation of
the éonthem states which have re-
stricted negro saffrage, has been of
such general cenderanation that it
has been abandoned for the pre-
sect session and will not figure in
the re-apporatioomeat bill which
will doabtle#s become a law 10 the
near future but some of Its advo*
oates hint their iptention to try to
get the question before the long
session ofthe next Congrees.

The South’s leading manufactur-
ing industrr is now well “up
i*QSt” the Northern sharks,

yclept ““Yarn Merchants’ Associa-
tion,” who have for years been
reaping the lion’s share ,ot the
profits derived from the sale of the
fionthern cotton mill products.

The commission which they
have exacted (5 and 3 per cent.)
have been exorbitant, but they
have not [>68n satisfied with that,
and have “speculated” on various
occasions on the goods not# owned
by them, and thus swelled their
own plethoric purses at the expense
of the Southern mill owners—and
the latter have had to submit.

Now the Southern spinners are
this week winding up their light
foru fair division of legitimate
profits. The board of gove»*nor8 of
their association are perfecting the
plans to compel a reduction ot com
missious to 4 and 2 per cent., and
the limitation of commission houses

,to 10or less. The yarn merchants
telegraphed the governors at their
meeting in Charlotte a night or two
ago that they “positively could not
entertain any proposition to reduce
the present rate of commissions.”

The average iny
crease of wealth between 1890 and
1900 was $337 per inhabitant, and
the estimated savings $37.70 per in-
habitant.

The total wealth of Gre%t Bri-
tainisestimated at $50,000,000,000,
or $1,300 per inhabitant.
