Dr. 0 "Hagan was endowed by
oatnrewith rare talents, and su*
peri) gifts of mind. Hislnminons
itdéUeetj his fertile bmin, his
superior knowledge, his learning
id books and intelligent observa*
tibfi of hnman aflSurs, his inflexible
honesty and unswerting reotitnde
in aim and purpose, his laudable
and enduring traits of character,—
all these gave him’a highi place in
the esteem and affections of men,
and they bestowed on him their
homage and admiration withotit
«tiot™or reiservation. Aa a phy-
sician of long experience and bnsy
and Incmtive practice, be stood in
the forefront of his profession;
His superior merits and abilities*
were widely recognized, and doc
tbw fer* and *near boted to his
mfitnre'wisdom' and sought him
for advice and ooosnltation. He
was devoted to his gnsHfwoik, he
loved his profession, and mastered
it and practiced it as a science and
a blessing to mankind. -From the
beginning of his “professional ca-
reer his aptitude and talents made
his progrpsi and snocess oOertain.
He didn’t falter, nor *4ag super*
finouB on the stage,” butadvanced
steadily forward and upward toan
eminenoo and distiuction that but
few ever reach. He diligently
toiled <"np the steep where Fame’s
proud temple shines afar,” and
became the pride and ornament of
his profession. Xever arrogating
to himselfsuperior excellence, he
seemed to care nothiog for theairy
honors of a name, nor sought any
of the crafty arts to elevate himself
above his fellows, and yet by his
higher wisdom and knowledge,
greater learning aud experience, he
could but fill his natnml place and
stand in the first rauk a physi-
cian with few equals and uo snpé
rior in our Stafe. There are nu
merons famiiies«today who feel that
there is none other who can take
his place as doctor in their homes.
In him they had implicit faith and
adoring confidence; their hearts,
like mnfll® drams, are beating

It can be said with truth that
Dr. O’Hagan possessed qualifica-
tions that would have brought himi
lofty distinction outside of his pro-
fession if his genius had inclined
him to such ventures. His intel-
lectual powers™his resolute will,
his chivalrous nature and xcnr
manding presence, wonld have
served him well in any *political
'ambition be might have oherished.
But in our recollection he had no
such aspirations, and at the slight-
est intimation of such preferment
t)y his friends he rebelled against
the very-1fiOnghfc and tossWl back
the proffer” plume, unwilhhg -to
woo the fickle fortune of politics,
and immovable in hit. high purpose
to pursue with whole mind' and
heart the one noble callinghe loved
and honored so well. He was a
floen” earnest and forcible speaker
thongh the occasions were in fre-
quent when he app&red upon the
public roBtmm. Id' response to
cal” in a political awemblage his
addresses w ~ brim-fnll of reason
add logic,” delivered in terse and
cogent English, evoking roost
hearty appiause.! He was wéll in-
formed on political questions, and
while a vigorous partisan he be
lieved the contests between parties
Shonldbe ooodacted on a high
plane of thought and action. The
Louibville Courier Journal was one
of his favorites in newspaper read-
ing, being specially fond of the
racy and brilliant editorials® of
Henry Watterson, so compact in
potent thought and political phil-
osophy, and written in a style so
ielicitous and vivid. Dr. O’Hagao
kept himself in touch with the
brightest and best thought of the
times.' He was a ripe scholar, nis
acquaintance with both ancient and
modern literature was extensive,
and his memory retentive and un
failing. In classical lore none oth-
er among us knew near so much as
he. To have his critical opinion
and comments on any literary
question or production was always
a delight, for in his discourse the
erudition Of his own brilliant and
cultivated mind Shone forth in fall
splendor. By his conrtUness of

ly independence. He stood as a
e”ief among men, not because of
selfassertion or thét he
gp»ter exnellencej but by right of
his honor, his oonrage, his magha-
nimity ahd his well known virtnes.
There was within a proud conoions-
u ” that hfr wore no hypocri®’s
ijnask, imdthat none of the hris of
diBéimtiiatidn he practicéd. Mens
qonscia recti was his guide. He
carried bd frise Unners, but fol-
lowed the straight and open path,
He was candid and sincere in all
things, and believed in straight-
forward honest d"ing in square
and manly fashion. He was bold
and outspoken in his opinions” add
neVer Spoke'in low whispers to es-
cape <<the oppressors wrong, the
proud man’s eontdmeiy.”” He ha-
ted all sharp practica, all shams
and petty policies,’and' f"rliessiy
denounced wrong or injustice
whérever hé saw it; nnoaring® the
conseqneum. His moralt* nd"ro
was never stained by selfish
and unholy avarice. In this Mym-
mbn-woishtppfng age he never be-
came 8oal-8ca**red in the mercenary
scramble for wealth. To amass
gr”t riches was cot the obJ|"t thet
spurred his getiim and indnst”.
He was satisfied'with a sufficient
competence to m "t all reasonable
wants and oonveniedca and for
himselfand lamily to live iu com-
fortalilc and independent fashion,
and tiiis was tbéexieiti .it* his es-
tate. There were other i-ewards in
life besides money which he prized
and gained. Thegood accomplish
ed by his faithful work and the
appreciation and gratitude of the
many he Mrved and helped, wére
eompensations that eonnted much
with him and added to his sum of
human enjoyment.
Notwithstanding his preeminent
powers and the exalted station he
filled, he was accessible alike to
all—the lowly as well as the high
born, the poor as well as the rich.
He tendered his outstretched hand
as graciously and spoke ’greeting
words as warmly to the toil-worn
man, no matter how sorely tried
by iwverty’s peltings, as he did to
the opulent and mighty. He be-
lieved with Bobert Burns:
