What could be more absurd thaft the
conventional types of the nations—
those types which we see and accept
almost every day?

The British lion gets some lit-
tle support from heraldry, and the na-
UonaL vanity is flattered by the anal-
ogy of onr powers to those of the king
of beasts. But otherwise how little ap-
propriateness there is in representing
us by an animal which most Engllsb-
Xnen have only seen in the degrading
captivity of a menagerie, which has
never within historical times inhabited
their islands and about which they
know almost nothing.
