The improvement of our roads is
proper and necessary, but the road
bill, introduced by S(*oator Alex
ander, is too elaborare lor North
Carolina in its prcseui st.ao of de-
velopment.

Some oommunities do not want
goodroadi, and you caunot force
good roads on them. The bill pro-
vides elaborate machinery for car
tying out its purposes, the priuoi-
Piii features being the creation of
Highway Commission, with lub-
comniissions in each oounty™ These
commissioDB are given practically
unlimited power in regard to the
publioroads. All  county Jail
prisoner are put at the disposal of
commission. Weall want good
roads, and that they pay is shown
by the experience of Mecklenburg.
Wake and other counties that have
tried them. But the powers con-

uificn the Highway Commus-
sioners’ and the machinery of the
act will arouse oonstdezablaoppoai-

Sugar is one of the few great
commoditieB in the production of
which the United States is weak
and dependent. In almost all of
the great necessaries of life—food,
clothing, fuel, and shelter—the
country is more than self-support
ing, but in the matter of sugar we
are largely dependent on foreign
supplies. And our sugar bill is
the Uttgest by far of any of our
foreign accounts—twice that o
coffee, which stands next in promi
nence, and muck greater than tha
for india rubber, tea, silk, or
hemp'. Every year we pay abou
1100,000,000, or 11.36 for every
man, woman and child in thecoun
try, to foreign countries for sugar.
Indeed, out of more than 2,000,00
tons of sugar which, the Unitet
States consumes annually we pro
duce a paltry 270,000 tons, mostlv
from the cane-fields of Louisiana.
Thip does not include the produc
tion of the new island possessions,
Porto Rico, Hawaii, and the
Philippines; but these would edd
only 460,000 tons to our proiUic*
tion, still leaving us to obtain much
more than hajf of our sugar from
the foreigner. And all this in the
face of the fact that so good an au-
thority as Secretary Wilson of the
Department of Agriculture says:

<We have no more need to im-
port sugar than to import wheat.”
