VACCINATION NOTICE.

At a special meeting of the
Board of Aldermen of the town of
Greenville, held on Monday night,
March 4th, the following ordinance
was unanimouply adopted:

Whereas, it has been made to
appear to the Board from repre-
aentatioDS by the members of the
medical profession, and from other
good and satisfactory sources that
smallpox, a contagious or infecti-
oufl disease is now prevailing in the
neighboring county of Greene, and
that it has made its appearance in
several well developed cases in this
county near the town of Farmville,
and this Board being desirous to
prevent its appearance in Green-
ville, and in order to protect the
health and lives of its citizens and
to protect the commercial interests

. ofthe town and believing that vac-
cination is one ot the great means
to prevent the spread of the dis-
ease.

It is therefore ordered by the
Board that all residents of the
town of Greenville who have not
beet vaccinated or who should be
revaccinated shall appear before the
Bnperintendent of Health for Pitt
County on or before the 12th day
of the present month and when
deemed by him necessary shall
have themselves and their families
vaccinated or revacciaated as the
case may be.

Any person failing to submit
themselves and families to be vac-
cinated shall upon conviction be-
fore the Mayor /e fined five dollars.

And to the end that this order
may be folly complied with it shall
be the duty of the Chief of Police
in connection with the Superin-
tendent of Health of Pitt County
to visit each and every family in

 the town and see that this order is
carried into effect.

I shall see that this ordinance is
strictly enforced and carried out to
the leiter, and to this end ail citi-
zens of The town are asked to com-
ply with it» requirements.

A School Book Bill.'

A bill by Senator Aycock is to
provide a fund to purchase books
for the use of certain public school
pupils

Section 1 levies a tax of 25 cents
on every male dog and $2 on every
female dog, to be collected annual-

b Section 2 provides that all dog
owners shall list their dogs at the
time and in the same manner as
other property is listed.

Section 3 quires the Secretary KKRWT
of State to provide a separate col-
umn for this dog tax in the prepar-
ation of forms and tax lists. The
taxes shall be used in the town-
ships where collected for the pur-
pose of buying books for public
school children of the township
who are the most needy.

Section 4 provides for the dis-
jributionof the funds so raised
among the different schooisln each
township and the trustees shall
pay to the teachers of each school

le amount allotted—the teachers
» buy the books as re<iiiired.
Section 5.  Any teacher misap-

plying this fund shall be deprived
of his or her certificate and be de-
jarred ofteaching in the public
schools of this State again.

Section 6 makes it a misdemeanor
Tor any person owning or.harbor-

og a dog to fail to list the same.

Section 7. .Thisad applies only
to Wayne, Cal*arrns and Mecklen-
burg counties.

However, when this bill comes
up it is x>robable tliat a number of
other Senators will ask for their
counties to be included.

Philippine Fruits.

Thinre was an extra car attached
jo passenger train No. 34, which
arrival in Charlotte last night over

he Southern Railway from Allan-

ta. It was a Fnllmau sleeper, aud
ts occupants were insane soldiers
who were being brought home from
the Philippines. They were land-
ed at San Francisco a few days and
were there placed in the car which
is carrying them through to Wash-
ington. The car contained a ser-
geant and sixteen privates, every
one of them crazy. Four or five of
the men were handcuffed.

The conductor on the train said
that it was one of the saddest sights
he ever saw, a whole car of people
and every one crazy except the
guards Not a single one of the
men realized that he had been fight
ingin afereign country, nor Tiras
there one in the crowd that knew
that he had gotback to his own
country. “Thequlet fellows among
the crowd»» said the Obeerver»i in-
formant, «talked about bananas,
hemp, rice and boloe. One oithem
would repeat again and again, ‘tha
niggers, the niggers.». The hand-
cuffed men were heard occasional
ly to talk about dodging arrows.—
I'harlotte Observer.
