The New Libel Law.

~ Following is the bill tp be en
titled An Act Relative to the Law
of Libel as it has passed both
branches of the General Assembly:
The General Assembly of North

Carolina do enact:

Section T. That before any pro-
ceeding,, either civil or criminal,
shaUibe brought for the publica-
tion in a newspaper or periodical
in this State ofalibel, the plaintiff
or prosecutor shall* at least five
days before instimting such pro-
ceeding serve notice in writing on
the defendant or defbndants, spec-
ifying the article and tee state-
ments therein; whichtee alleges to
be false and defamatory. If it
shall appear upon the trial that
said article was published in good
faith, that its falsity was due to an
honest mistake ot the facts, and
that there were reasonable grounds
for believing that the statements
in said article were true, and that
within ten days after the service
of said notice a full aud fair cor-
rection, apology and retraction
was published in the same editions
or correspouding issues of the
newspaper or periodical in which
said article appeared, and in as
conspicuous place and type as was
said original article, then the
plaintiff, in such case, if a civil
actiou, shall recover only actual
damages, and if in a crimiual pro-
ceeding a verdict of “guilty”"shall
be reudered on such a stateof iacts,
tue defendant shail be lined a
penny and cusls aud no more:
Provided, That this act shall not
apply to existing suits.

Section 2. That auy person who
states, delivers or transmits by
any uieaus whatever, to the manar
ger, editoi, publisher or reporter
of auy newspaper or periodical for
publication thereiu auy false and
lioelous statement concerning any
person or corporation, and thereby
secures thh publication of the
same, shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor.

Bection 3 That this act shall
not apply to anonymous oommn-
uicatioui.

Bection 4. That this act shall
be in force from and after its rati-
fication.
