LIVERY STABi.ES BURNED*
J. F, King Burned Out Again.

Early Sunday morning the liv-
ery stables occupied by J. F.

All the
feed stuflfin his stables w as de-
stroyed.

The dwelling house belonged to
a little orphan boy named Jack
Teel, It was occupied by some
women who took care of the boy
for the rent of the house. They
got iheir furniture out. There
was no insnrance on the house.

The stables] buildiugs both be-
longed to Mrs. H. E. Daniel, but
there was only $200 insurance on
the one occupied by Mr. King.

Tliis is theseeond time Mr. King
has been burned out in a mouth.
Ou the night of the 22nd of Feb
ruary his stables on Fifth street
were destroyed, aud after this he
located at these other stables. He
had $1,000 losarauce on his stock
which bat little more than half
covered his loss.

The total loss of this Are Sunday
morning is estimated at about $2,-
750 with $1,2(” insurance.

The
fire department was all out but it
was too late to save anything.

Baleigh, March 18.—The Legis-
lature of 1901 is now but a memo-
ry, final adjournment having been
reached at 11:30 o’clock Friday
rooming last. As the dying notes

ant and enjoyable.

President of the Senate Turner
and Speaker of the House Moore
were each preseoted with a mag-
nificent silver service, and Ser-
geant-at-Arms Smith of the Senate
~and no man ever holding that of-
fice has had more friends) and
Doorkeeper Bennett of the House
were presented with handsome
gold-headed canes.

AFather” Justice of the Senate
and “~Father’” Jenkins of the
House made feeling farewell ad-
dresses—that of the htter having
be”n one of the most eloquent and
emotional ever heard within the
walls of the Mouse, of which he
was first a member forty (40) years
ago. Indeed, this venerable min-

ster of the Gospel of Christ on
roore than one previous occasion
during the session proved himself
to be by far the most eloquent mem
ber of the General Assembly, when
it came to appealing to the hearts
and emotions of men, and his su-
perior anywhere is not known to
this writer.

THEFT OF PENITENTIARY FUNDS,

The sensation of the week came
on the day preceding adjournment
when the Governor announced in a
message to the General Assembly
‘that the State Treasury had been

robbed. The loss occurs through
the defalcation of Maj. W. H.
Martin, clerk under Treasurer
Worth (fusionist) and in charge of
the State Prison funds—who ad-
mits taking $3,800 of the $4,000
shortage so far discoveied. Those
who knew the luan were astound-
ed by the revelation, and the de-
funltcr voluntarily delivered him-
self up to the authorities and cou-
fesSYM his crime 772 soon as he learn-
ed that it had been discovered—
making no clTort to cH<apf.

A woman is said to be the cause
of his downfall—a young, pretty
woman, not residing here, if re
ports are correct. Maj. Martin is
past «0 years of age. He is a
northern man by birth, was an of-
ficer in the Union army during the
civil War, but has resided in Ral-
eigh for 35 years, and loading an
honest and upright life, had drawn
many friends to him during that
time. But he Is now in jail and a
legislative committee is investiga
ting the books of toe State treas-
urer—baving begun their work to-

day (Monday) and if U fciwd toal

Over 4,000 bills were introduced
in the houses during the legisla-
tive session, and several hundred
flailed, most of those lost being re-
jected by committees. *

power to'prescribe and regulate
terms of public ofl*oers, their du-
ties and their emoluments.

To regulate the sale
of cigarettes (Brown’s bill from the
Senate). To furnish books to
digent pupils in the public schools.

To prohibit the
sale or gift of intoxicating liquors
to minors, idiots and sane persons.
To make the Commissioner of Ag-
riculture State game warden and
promote the propagation of game
birds and animals. To make it a
misdemeanor to keep whites and
negroes in the same cell in jail.
To provide for county farms and
the working of convicts thereon.
To change the design of the State
flag. In regard to jointers. To in-
struct the Attorney General to sue
ex-Treasurer Worth and sureties.

To give the Superior Courts juris-
diction of bastardy. To provide
lor compulsory attendance at
school in Mitchell county. To es-
tablish a State Normal school at
Winston, To allow the State
Board of Education to appoint
three supervisors of public schools.
