State.
But with all these appropria-

tions for providing educational op-
portunities for every boy and girl
from the elementary school educa

tion, t6 the highest collegiate edu-
cation, there is required the beSst
efforts of every friend ofeducation
to keep the educational euthosi-
asin ooutinually aroused) and this
cAUQut blotter oe done than by see-
ing tbat only competent teachers
are selected to fill positions in every
school and college. <

Even in the county school of a
few months, the teachers cannot
be chosen with too much cate, for
the teacher’s ioflnenoe is not for
the day or week, only, but is felt
long aftdrwards, and it is the
teacher’s influenoe on the youth,
which can inspire the young mind
to reach after and seek education,
and be arouiied to the disgrace
wliich ignorance attachesto every
person.

With education within the
reach of every boy and girl in
North Carolina, there should be
no hesitancy in continally calling
attention to the shame which akd
taches to illiteracy, and that the
acceptance of ignorance by any
parent for bis or her children is a
mark of shame for the child’s fu-
ture, one which mustever disgrace
and drag down The child whose
education is neglected.

The friends of education cannot
be too watchful or alert to push
forward the cause ofeducation by
every means with their power.
