The World’s Corn.

Coru is pre-eminently the Amer-
ican cereal crop. In some years it
rises to be chief of the world*s cer-
eal crops, surpassing in quality
and exceeding in quantity both
wheat and oats. The average cora
crop for the past five years has
been 2,756,057,000 bushels, and of
this immense crop about 90 pel
cent is raised in the Western Hem-
isphere, and almost exactly 75 per
<”t in the United States. Such
are the statistics given by the Crop
Reporter, published by the United
States Department of Agriculture.
While an ungrounded prejudice
against corn as a food for man and
animals has existed in Continental
Europe for years, it is manifest
that this staple article is now at
tracting more attention throughout
the world. In Egypt it is almost
the sole food of the fellah; in Mex
100, the tortilla—a cake made from
cmdely ground corn—is the staff
of the masses, and this is also the
case in many of the Central and
South Amerfcan Republics. The
polenta—« somewhat similar food
and a product oi corn—folfiUi a
like function for the peasant of
Roumania and Italy.
