GOOD WAY TO MAKE ENEMIES.

Southern ka I Roid Holds up a Corpse 
Uurtasonable Demands of A.gent.

«Every now and then,”  sug­
gested a Charlotte lawvei, ‘^you 
see a suit that makes it perfectly 
clear why the Soutuera railway is 
thoroughly ' uupopular with the 
ordinary ju ry .’* And then he 
put a reporter in the way of seeing 
the papers io the very interesting 
caseofW . L. Miuish, ot Caldwell 
county, agaiuMt the boutberu rail­
way, iu which Minish was an easy 
victor in the suit tried io the 
Sopeilor court by Judge Shaw.

Minishhadaverysick wife whom 
he *took to Bdltimore for treafmeot 
in the John Hopkins Hospital. 
At Hickory he bought cue 1,000 
luiles book for his wife and one 
for iiiuiself. This was oo March 
lOth. He left h s wife iu the 

hospital, where she died on April. 
,He knew for some days before her 
death that she could not live and 
he wrote to Mr. 8. H. Hardwick^ 
general passenger agent of the 
l^utbero, asking if he could bring 
his wife’s body homé on the mile­
age book. Mr. Hardwick replied 
(tne letter'was produced iocxiurt,) 
stating that the mileage would be 
all the transportation that was 
needed for the body.

After his wife died Miuish paid 
iare on the Pennsylvania railroad 
to Washington, and there the 
coffin was taken from the train and 
placed on the trucks. He weut to 
the agent or representative of the 
Southern (a Mr. Bishop) and 
offered the mileage book tor fare 
for the body to Hickory, Bishop 
said:

“ You CHit’i do it. I t  is against 
the rules 1*1 carry a corpse uo a 
mileage book. The rate of fare 
for a corpse is three cents a mile, 
while in a mileage book fare costs 
not more than 21 cents a mile.”

Miuish said: “ Well, there are 
6 0 miles in this book. Just tear 
off enough miles at 2|cents to 
cover the distance to Hickory at 2 
cents.”

Bishop Slid no.
“ I begged him,” Miuish de­

clared oo the witmss stand, “ to 
take the whole mileage book and 
give me enough mo ley to carry 
home the b)dy of my wife, aud, 
he refused,”

Miuish explained the contents 
of the letter he had received from 
Mr. Hardwick. Bishop turned a 
deaf ear. ^

Miuish, who was desperate in 
suffering, told Bishop that he 
would make the Boulhern answer 
him in the courts of North Caroli­
na, Bishop turned and walked 
away.

Tiiere Miuish was, stranded in 
Washington, a strange city, with 
only a few dollars in in his pockets, 
and his wiefs body held np like a 
piece of inanimate freight.

And all the time be had in his 
possession a letter from the general 
passenger agent of the Southern, 
telling him he c^ald do just ex­
actly what the loc^l agent refused 
to let him do.

At this juncture a good Samar­
itan appeared in the form of a 
stranger, who asked for informa 
tioo, heard the* particulars of the 
case, and then loanod to Mioish, 
a man whom he had never seeu 
before and might never hesr irom 
again, enongh money to take his 
wife’̂  body home.

Miuish sued for damages. The 
exact amount wasn’t started in 
the papers that were read by the 
repiirters, and the sun} could not 
be asEertalned by telegraphic in 
quiry last evening. But Miuish 
get what be asked for, aud it is 
presumed that he claimed damages 
iu the thonsands.

1 turned over the let* 
ter and wrote my poem. I wrote the 
'W'reck of the Hesperus’ because, after 
reading an account of the loss of a part 
of the Gloucester fishing fleet in an 
autumn storm, I met the wbrds ‘Nor­
man’s woe.’ I retired for the night aft­
er reading the report of the disaster, 
but the scene haunted me. I arose tc 
write, and the poem came to me in 
whole stanzas.

“The clock in the corner of the room,” 
he went on. “is not the one to which I 
refer in ray ‘Old Clock on the Stair.’ 
That clock stood in the country house 
of my father-in-law at Pittsfield, smong 
the Berkshire hilis.”

The great clock Ir the room was beat­
ing the air in the shadows as be spoke.

“Toujour»—Jamals!
Jamals—toujour»!”

It was these words by á French au­
thor that bad/ikggc»ted to him the
solemn refrain:

"Forever—never!
Never—forever!”
