GOOD ROADS.

The opposition to the construc-
tion of macadamized roads usu-
ally comes from a feeling of con-
servatism about taxes. Taxe
are generally heavy enough, and
it is no wonder that people have
a feeling of opposition to any-
thing that means higher taxes
In the case of good roads. how-
ever, the high tax lies in not
having good roads. There is
more money spent in a year, in
the shape of wear and tear on
live stock, wear and tear on vehi-
cles and harness, than any tax
could be which i1s pecessary to
procure a good road. Aside
from the fact that there is al-
ready greater actual loss in a
year than the tax money for
good roads would amount to,
with bad roads the business is
handicapped and people fail to
make money which would be far
in excess of what might be nec-
essary 1o pay the taxes on good
roads. In other words, bad
roads entail a double tax. One
is the damage to vehicles, har-
ness, live stock, and the other is
a loss of business because of the
inability to get from place to
place.—Charlotte Observer.
