The harvest moon is not
known in tropical countrio: and is
more marked in higher iatitudes
than with us, although we recognize
and appreciate the beauty of the |
‘phenomerion. Occurring, as it does,
at the time of harvesting, it has
borrowed from the coincidence the
pretty name by which it is known.
