In another place will be seen
my proclamation convening the
General Assembly of the State,
to meet at the Capitol in Raleigh
on Tuesday, the 21st dayof Jan-
nary, 1908 ateleven o’clocka m.,
but I ‘deem it best 10 issue this
statement to the public, explain-
ing more at length why at this
time an extra sessioq of the
General Assembly .is deemed
necessary. :
The specific and only purpoe
for which the Legislature is con-
vened is, to consider the terms
of agreen{ent‘ offered by me to
the various railroads, and accept-
by all of them save one, which)
one accepts all of the terms ex-
cept the proposition of an inter-
stat: rate, concerning which it
says it has no power toact, but
doubtless circumstances will 1e-
gulate the rate as requested.

The terms are as follows.

The-Legislature will be asked
to increase the flat rate ol 2%
cents now in force to a flat rate
of 23 cent.; to allow a charge of
15 cents when persons board a
train without a ticket, whensuch
ticket could have been procured
at station; also to repeal the
present law, with penalties, etc.

Tf this is done the railroads
agree on theirpart, to

1st. At flat' rate of 2} cents
per mile for intrastate passenger
travel with an extra charge of
fifteen cents each agairst per-
sons boarding a train without a
ticket except at stations where
are no agents.

Two thousand mile boolks,
intrastate, iater¢hangeable with
such of the solvent roadsof the
State a: will consent, at two
cents per mile, good for heads cf
firms and employes, not exceec-
ing a total number of five, the
names to be furnished at the
time of purchase of mileage
books, and entered thereon.
3rd. Onethousard milebooke,
intrastate, -and interchangeable
with such of the solvent roads cf
the State as will consent, limited
to one individual, at two cenis
per mile, and good to oneyear
from.date of purchase, the name
of the purehaser to be furnished
at the time of the purchase of
che book and entered thereon.

4, Five hundred mile books
at two and one-quarter cents
per mile, good for heads of fam-
ilies and dependent ~ members
thereof, intrastate, and noninter-4
‘changeabls, the names of tte
families to be furnished at the
time of purchase and entered
thereon.

5th. All of the abeve men-
tioned rates, except the fivehun-
dred mile book, to apply also to
interstate travel to points on the
line of this company in the States
of Virginia, Tennessee, North
 Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia
and Alabama, and to points on
such of the other lines in these
States as will consent cher?‘

What Makes This Popular Phrase a
Provincialism.

Philologists -claim that some of |

the most interesting phases of a
language may be traced through the
medium of so called colloquialisms
and idioms, and a consideration of
the phrase “you all,” as used
throughout the south, would cer-
tainly seem to make good this. as-
rertion, « The subject is treated in
Uncle Remus” Macazine in an arti-
cle by C. Alphonso Smith of the
University of North Carolina, He
eays in part: - ‘

“In almost every discussion of
this idiom the disputants have con-
fined themselves to the question,
‘Is it used in the south as a singu-
lar?” Northern writers have gen-
erally supported the affirmative,
while southern writers have defend-
ed the negative. In fact, Mason
and Dixon’s line will have to be re-
traced and made to mark not a po-
litical but an idiomatic distinction.
The shibboleth is no longer, What
do you think of slavery or secession
or state rights? but, On the con-
tested v:c of you all are you for the
singular or for the plural?

“Southern _ people undoubtedly
use you all in a sense particularly
their own and not as the equiva-
lent of all of you.

“What, then, is the distinctive
meaning attached to this idiomr in
{the south? What makes the phrase
a provincialism as wused in the
south, but not a provincialism as
used elsewhere? The following
sentences will illystrate:

“First—A mother to her chil-
dren, ‘If you all (you children) don’t
make less noise, I'll send you to
bed. N

“Second.—A teacher to his pu-

ils, You alt (you pupils) haven't
1alf studied this lesson.’.

“In not one of these characteris-
tic sentences would a southerner

" ever think of substituting all of you

for you all. Both idioms are plural,
but the distinctive thing about
gouthern you all is not its plural
sense, hut its representative sense,
together with the accent on you.

*You all, therefore, with the-ae-
cent on you, is not an error for
vou all, with the accent on all, or
for all of you. .

“It is something entirely differ-
ent. The standard you all and all
of you are employed as fm(iuently
in the south a% elsewhere, the dis-
tinctive you all supplying a desid-
eratum not furnished by either of
the other two phrases. Joel Chan-
dler Harris writes as follows:

“You may say without any hesi-
tation whatever that “you all” and
“we all,” “you uns” and “we uns”
invariably refer to more than one
individual. These locutions some-
times refer to a partner, to a family,
to a settlement and to a whole com-
munity, but never to one individual,
I have seen assertions to the con-
trary, but you may put them down
as gross mistakes.””

The name of Applecross, the old
Ross-shire seat of the Mackenzies,
is a modern corruption of Abercro-
san, meaning “at the mouth of the
Crosan,” the little river which there
flows into the Atlantic. The names
of many places in Scotland have un-
dergone changes as curious and
confusing. The thousands of travel-
ers who weekly alight at the fine sta-
tion of St. Enach, in Glasgow (called
after the neighboring church), no
doubt identify the name in some
vague way with the patriarch
Inoch, mentioned in an early chap-
ter of Genesis, It is really a cor-
rupted form of St. Thenog, or The-
naw, who was the mother of Kenti-
gern, Glasgow’s first bishop and pa-
tron saint and who is the subject
