Virginia cities are turning to 
the Ttxas plan of municipal gov­
ernment Some weeks ago the 
common council of Lynchburg 
adopted a committee report 
favorable to i t  The Staunton 
council has adopted a similar 
committee report except that 
according to The Richmond News 
Leader, the Staunton proposition 
goes further than it has been 
carried in Texas. It “recommends 
that the TOntroI and management 
of the city's* executive and ad- 
mqiistrative affairs be plat'ed in 
the hands of one man, to be se 
lected by the council, lo be known 
as general manager, to be ade­
quately paid and to give his en­
tire time and thought to the 
city's service." And our con­
temporary says “a plan looking 
to the same general end but fol­
lowing more closely the methods 
of the Texas cities is under seri­
ous consideration in Richmond."

Municipal government by com- 
miesion has proven successful 
wherever it has been inaugqrat- 
ed, even in so large a city as 
Des Moines, Iowa. The idea is 
spreading and it would not be 
surprising if the near future 
should witness its general adopt­
ion in the towns of the country 
and the cities also, excepting 
those of great size.-Charlotte 
Observer.

THt Important Function* of Thi* W«» 
t*ry^ 8ocr*tion.

The pcT^iration is a watery se-. 
crction of certain curiously, coiled 
glands in the skin. It ua^  to he 
thought that it served a useful pur­
pose in removing waste matters 
from the system, and there is no 
doubt that it does so in a measure,

' but it cannot compare in this re­
spect with the secretion of the kid­
neys. Indeed it is ninety-eight and 

. fight-tenths parts water, and the 
‘ solid part is chiefly chloride of so­

dium, which gives it the well known 
salty taste. Its function is to mois­
ten the superficial layer of cells in 
the skin and so facilitate, their re­
moval. But its chief use is believ­
ed to be to regulate j^he tempera­
ture of the body and prevent, by 
evaporation, excessive and danger­
ous heat.

The quantity secreted depends 
much upon the temperature of the 
air, exercise and the" amount of fluid 
drunk. But it averages between 
thirty and forty ounces a day.

It varies in inverse proportion to 
the secretion of the kidneys. The 
secretion is constant summer and 
winter, day and night, but ordinari­
ly evaporation keeps pace with it, 
and it does not appear as moisture 
on the skin. This is called the in­
sensible perspiration, while that 
visible as water is called the sensi­
ble perspiration.

It is decreased in amount in cer­
tain diseases, such as diabetes, in i whicji the kidney secretion is eiior- I mously increased, and in ichthyosis,

I a dry, scaly disease oH he skin.
Increased perspiration may he 

purely nervous in origin, as seen in 
the beads on the forehead of one 
who is embarrassed, or the cold 
sweat of fear or some other pow’er- 

! ful emotion. In some cases the in­
creased perspiration is localized in 
the hands and feet. If this is an 
expression of general weakness, ton­
ics and good food may correct the 
condition, but usually local treat- 

j ment is called for. Immersing the I  palms of the hands or the soles of 
the feet in water as hot as it can be 
borne for about five minutes and 
then, after drying, dusting them 
with very finely ' powdered boric 
acid is often of great service.

The moist hand may be kept dry 
by frequent application to the 
)alms of a saturated solution of 
)oric acid in cologne water.

The perspiration that occurs at 
night in consumption and other dis­
eases, accompanied with hectic fe­
ver, is often very distressing. The 
quantity of water exuded is some­
times enormous, soaking not only 
night clothes, but the entire bedding 
and mattress. If Jke patient's con­
dition will permit, a hot bath of 
four or five minutes' duration at 
bedtime will sometimes prevent or 
lessen night sweats. If this is not 
permissible, sponging with hot vine­
gar and water may be tried. A glass 
of milk and half a dozen crackers 
taken at midnight will also occasion­
ally be found useful. — Youth's 
Companion.

Di^erence In the Emotions to
V^hich They Give Birth.

Nobody over .became suddenly 
fond of a field. I t  is the great dif­
ference between a field and a gar­
den tha t no one could do so. Al­
most anybody may take up garden­
ing and become fond of a garden 
quickly, but a field is different. 
The beauty of a garden, or at least 
some of the beauty, is so easily 
seen; the pageant of colors and 
icents is so varied and so soon past; 
the flower borders are always so, 
near at hand andf within limits so 
obedient that a garden may •be­
come the most sudden and the most 
cominandmg of hobbies. But a field 
is not to be known so quickly. Its 
friendship cannot be had in a year 
nor even in a few years. But it is 
'a friendship which once given ends 
only with the life of the friend. 
An hour in a flower garden is like a 
conversation with a happy and a 
charming companion. But a morn­
ing in a field is like a walk with one 
of those friends who are so com­
pletely understanding and under­
stood that conversation is needless.

The beginning of knowledge of a 
field is tlie feel of the actual earth 
—the solid soil of it under foot. 
You cannot come to real terms with 
earth in a flower garden, though you 
may find out something with a 
spade, and perhaps you cannot 
reach the best of all knowledge of 
a field without plowing it. But you 
can begin an acquaintance on a field 
newly plowed or, better still, being 
flowed, and the first and ’ best 
cnowledge is the touch of the grum- 
)ling furrow, an extraordinary sense 
of bounty. In a garden you cannot 
rid yourself of a certain uneasiness, 
almost a fear of trespass, if you 
step on a flower border or even if 
you walk over a vegetable bed in the 
kitchen garden. The gravel path 
awaits you, clean and yellow, and 
the only possible scraper is the box 
edging. But a field*is a field, to be 
crossed with confidence and stamp­
ed about with heavy boots. Shoes 
are no use. You must have great 
boots, with nails in them, tough and 
secure over slippery furrows. Every 
season, almost every month, changes 
the surface of that solid, restful 
floor.—London Spectator.

Carbonic Acid Springt.
In the Auvergne region of France 

a large amount of carbonic acid gas 
comes from the soil and is one of 
the last traces of the former vol­
canic activity of this region. The 
springs that yield the gas are found 
generally in the fissures of the 
ground which allow the W'ater to 
rise. One of the Montpensier springs 
lias become known as the ‘̂ poisoned 
spring.” Animals which descend to 
the cavity to drink are soon asphyx­
iated by the gas which is given off 
by the water and aecumulates here.
