After the adjournment of 
court Friday evening. Judge 0. 
H. Allen and several members of 
the bar were standing on the 
corner of the square discussing 
certain cases and incidents that 
had come up during the term. 
The business of the term being 
over, the judge was asked if he 
was going home on the evening 
train?

“No,”  he repliei “I will re­
main until morning and come 
back to the court house a while 
to see if there are any matters 
that need looking over'and sign­
ing before I leave/’

The reporter had joined the 
group in time to hear this ques­
tion and reply, and the opinion 
of Judge Allen was asked on the 
bill offered or suggested in the 
legislature to require judges to 
remain at the county seat during 
the full time allotted for a term 
of court

“Oh. I like that all right,” he 
said* “Such a law would make 
no difference with me, as it is 
my custom to remain to the end 
of the term any way. But I 
would like to offer one amend­
ment to'^sucb bill, and that is 
every lawyer having business 
with the court be a ŝo required 
to remain to the end of the term, 
and that they be allowed to con­
tinue no cases, even though 
counsel on both sides consent to 
it, unless the judge gave his 
approval to such continuance.”

How Sound Waves Move.

Tte speed with which sound 
waves are trsnsmitted through the- atmosphere depends upon several 
conditions. When the temperature is at 32 degrees F. sounds .move 
with a speed of 1,090 feet per sec­
ond, the velocity increasing with 
the temperature at the %rate of 
about bne foot of speed per second 
for each degree above the freezing 
point. Then again, in damp air 
sound moves with a greater ve ocity 
than it does in dry air, no odds if 
the dry air be warm and the damp 
cold. In water sound moves more 
than four times as fast as it does in 
air, or say at about the rate of 
4,700 feet per second.
