Richmond, Ky., May 18th, 1922.

Your inquiry in regard to the Co-operative Market 
Association in Kentucky; as I guess you already know, 
I am ia the warahouse business and you might think 
that I am prejudiced against the assodation. The as- 
^ ia t io a  hbs used every means uafáür to gat the grower 
¡■to the association in our county, by telling them they 
would have no place to sell their tobacco if they did 
not join. They pooled about forty-five per cent of 
Madison county. The grower then sold their tobacco, 
had* money to pay their debts and buy clothing and 
food for their family, and any number of the growers 
or tenants would give hundreds of dollars to get out 
uf their cemtract, thart they have signed for five years. 
I hope that you will keep every grewei out of their 
scheme, where the little fellows get nothing. You will 
be led to believe that everything is grand, and that it 
is the only place to sell tobácea For God sake don’t 
be, or let your friends join tbeir pool. The association 
is planning to make a drive in this county again neat 
^®®b, $6 sign the independent tobacco growers that 
were unsigned, but I don't think they will sign any 
more in this cotmly, and they wiH loan hundreds of 
them they have signed, or at least the uapooind tobac­
co will grow at least forty per cent in pounds tbii 
season.

The market association hns never told any of its 
members yet* what they got for the tobacco they sold, 
or bow much they sold, and it is all guess wprk, as to 
the final outoonm of whnt it will amount t a  Don’l 
yon ksHeve all the newspapers 4ell as that b  pure pro­
pagaba, and most every statement you see in the pa­
per is mUleading and without any authority. Thera 
b  seventy-five per cent ef the real tobsKco growers in 
this county that are independent, end you could not 
drive them into the market aeeociatlon, se If you have 
any businass knnwledfe and are still sane, you or your 
framers sorely do not need a  guerdUn to attend to 
•®Uing your lohacco; end if 1 %rare you 1 oerlainly 
would never sign up my tobacco er warehouse to any 
aasociatioa. Don’t do like I did, sit still and not keep 
yoor friend oat. If I wera you«l would do everything 
possible to prcAect your tebacco growers from gettiag 
their head in a halter wHh some one always pulling 
on It

The Logic of 
Economy

Not all people have yet learned, it seems, that 
there are two kinds of economy. One is today’s econ­
omy. The other—tomorrow’s economy.

Economy is a persuasive word. From the time we 
were children, it has been drilled into our minds. 
Thus it has a warm place in the hearts of all of us. 
But^ due to the failure of most people to realize that 
there are two kinds of economy—not just one kind— 
there is a gigantic amount of extravagance caused 
by one of these two Rinds of economy—the today 
kind!

The treacherous kind of economy is that wherein 
the saving is secured through the price tag. The worth 
while kind of economy is that wnerein the saving is |  
secured through the value of the service a product 
renders.

The value of a thing isn’t alone w'hat you pay to 
buy, but what you get in service. Unquestionably, 
service is the motive of a purchase. You buy for the 
purpose of getting certain expected valuable benefits 
by the use of the article. That service has a cash 
value to you. Now, if you take your economy in the 
price-tag, thereby sacrificing quality, the value of the 
ser\'ice is thus diminished, and what you forfeit in 
service amounts to far more than the price-tag sav­
ing.

An article, possessing great quality, may sell for 
from 10 per cent to 50 per cent more than the cheap­
er article, but from the standpoint of economy in use, 
the final cost of the quality article may prove to be 
actually one-half as much as the other.

The character of the service measures the worth. 
After all it is worth which counts—not merely the 
amount outlayed to purchase.

A low price is .self-evident of cheapness. That is 
so because (juality costs money to create. When 
quality, in part or in whole, is omitted from a product, 
it instantly makes possible a lower price.

A lower-priced article is, as a rule, easier to selll
than a higher-priced one because most buyers are I !

tjiey U.SC their imagination instead of their good judg- i 
nicnt and their past experience.

The careful buyer is more copccmed with tilt 
quality than with the price. He knows that real satis­
faction is born through quality. He figures in terms 
of cost—not mere price to buy. He estimates the pro- I 
duct’s coat at so-much-per-day.

This process of figuring often shows that the quail- ( 
ty akicle coats ono-half to one-third as much as the 
cheaper article which ia lower in purchase price.^

An article that gives trouble is the equivalent of 
adding to its original cost—for trouble costs money. 
Cheap, low priced articles always give trouble.

The quality article is free from trouble— it stands 
up, day after day; therefore,ithe absence of trouble 
is a very definite form of economy. The cheap, low- 
priced article cannot fulfill the average buyer’s en­

tire expectations—he finds he must sacrifice some of j 
his expectations. The cash value of these sacrifices ! 
i.s usually worth many times more than the price-oav- 11
ing.

Tho product that gives wonderful service, makes |  j
good on every expectation of the buyer, lasts long, 
gives no trouble^ makes its use a pleasure—auch 
product ia always worth a premium; and, at a prem­
ium its purchase represents far greater economy than 
the cheap article, at a low price, which yields but dts-
