Naaaaf Begin» W ork on New
Factory

New Bern, N* C*r DM . 7.
iclegrnm sent to*officials at the local
office yesterday afternoon, Mr. A. R.
Trunbull, pre.sident of the Rowland
Lumber'company, stated that he had
been successful injJCRotiating the
purchaa,e of the R ~ r Lumber Com-
pany’s property in this city and that
just as soon as the iiiBurnnce ndjust-
er* haB completed th'rir Burvey of the

fire w'hich destroyed their saw mill,
dry kilns and storage shed last Fr -
day rooming,' the work of rebuilding
the burned plant would be started and
rushtKi to completion.

“There will be no delay In carrying
thi.s work of rebuilding forward rapid-
ly,” cald Mr, TumbuU, adding that
“and we .».11 give employme.nt to ail
of the men who were thrown” out of
work op account of the fire.

This is one of the bett pieces of
news that tho people of New Bern
have heard in days. It was feared
that the Rowland Lumber company
would not' be able to negotiate the
purchase of the mill property from
the Roper people and they had stated
that there would be no rebuilding on
leascHi property. The news that the
sale of the property hgs been con-
aummatcd docs away with all doubts
in the matter and New Bi-m is assur-
ed that its largest manufacturing
plant will again be in operation at
an early date.

More than three hundred men are
employed in the local plant of the
Rowland Lumber company when it is
operating at capacity. The saw mill
which was burned had a capacity of
125,000 feet of lumber every day, and
thousands of feet of lumber could be
stored in th<* dry kilns and in the
storage sheds that were burned.

Following the fire a large number
of men were thrown out of employ-
ment and have been idle then.
The management of the mill started
last night to the New Bernian that all
of these men would be given employ-
ment just as soon as ti was possible
to rebuild and It is natural to suppose
that many of them will be $jven em-
ployment in rebuilding operations.
