In 
which only Interest would be paid 
It was explained that this was on 
the theory that the United States 
was orimsrily interested in securing 
the m^tirnate of the British debt, 
rather than an Immediate settlement.

He iffformed Ismet that Russta'wouM 
surely nevertsign a straits setUeraent 
which'follov/ed the lines of the Allied 
project. The Allied project is that 
the straits shall be open to as many 
waships of each nation as are pOssese- 
ed by the greatest maritime power of 
the Black Sea, which will certainly
be Russia. . • ’

As a counter measure, Tchitcherln 
asked that the Turkish driegatioh 
iupport a plan whereby foreign na­

tions could despatch through the 
straits only one-thyd as many war­
ships as Russia maintained in the 
Black Sea. This, he argued, was 
only fair to Russia, because the En­
tente powers could always amalaga- 
mate their forces and thus be as pow­
erful as Russia.

Ismet Pasha told M, Tchitcherin 
that the world wanted the straits that 
opened on a reasonable basis and 
that Turkey should not combat the 
whole world.

The Near Eastern congerence, 
whcih made little progress today, is 
plainly marking time to await the 
outcome of the London reparations 
negotiations. Lord Curzon and M. 
Barrere, in dealing with Turkey and 
Russia, have established an Anglo- 
French entente at Lausanne, which 
they had hoped would be' strength­
ened by a reparations understanding 
between England and France at Lon­
don. There is an Interlocking of 
interests J p volved which is of great 
concern to both Turkey and Russia, 
as well as England and France. If a 
Christmas recess Is decided upon, Is­
met Pasha may hasten to Angora to 
consult with the National Assembly.

In fact, it fa 
stated that no one need fear bad rfr 
results from tho illnosa If they taks 
care of thenuiolves and avoid ui|- 
pecesEary exposure.
