London, March 1*¥*7— (By Associat-
ed Press.)— The British government
A8 a liability to pay the British loy-
alists in southern Ireland whose prop-
erty has been destroyed nearly $150,-
000,000, according to the claims
made by a meeting of JrLh loyalists
held in London recently. Lord Car-
son, the leader of the Irish Unionists,
was the principal speaker.

The chairman was roaponsible for
the estimate of damages suffered. He
said that before the truce the claims
amounted to ten million pounds, but
they since risen to thirty “millions,

ruin in Ireland. The Great Southern
and Western Railway had lea* prac-
tically all its capital, amounting to
millions of pounds, and all the peo-
ple who held shart® were ruined.

"There are signs in England that
the number of people desiring q
fair and final setiement of the Turk-
ish question is dally growing. To
this day our whole case about the
Holy Places has not been properly
understood by Englshmen, and we
must continue to enl’hten them
about their special treatment.

“International difficulties, espe-t
cially after the bitter memories’of Q
disastrous war, will take long to set-
tle, and I entreat Moslems to re-
member that fact and not become
impatient at delays.
