BY FIRE, LOSS OVER $100,000

KINSTON, June 13.—Fire which
atarted apparently near the rear o6f
tht brick building, owned by C..A.

For Bank {Collateral

NEW YORK.—Collapse of the last
boom reduced the total pay of' the
wage sud salary earners of the United
State $7,292,000,000, acdording to
figures ma” public today by the na-
tional bureau of economic research,
inc. of this city.

From the year of prosperity to
the year of depression;” annual pay-
rolls shrank from $39,886,000,000 to
$32,596,000,000.

These figures are taken from the
advance sheetc of a report entiltled
"Employment hours and earnings in
dd,,nJ....tIH- cmfwyp vbgkj j j jjj
prosperity and depression.” In this
report the bureau embodies the de-
tafled facts diseovored in its study of
“Business Cycles and Unemployment”
recently completed for'Pf*>sident Har-
ding’s conference on unemployment.

The figures covering payments for
wages and salaries in each industry
have been compiled by the burcau for
each quarter, thus permitting an ex-
amination pf the progress of the
boom, its i“ulmination, collapse, and
the begtoning of recovery. They
show that total payments for wages
and salaries to all employees by all
enterprises of whatever size, dropped
from’ $10,472,000,000 in the third
quarter of 1920 (peak of booin), to
$7,743.000,000 in the first quarter of
1922 (trough of depression), or a
minimum cyclical decline of 23.16
percent.

Suffers Heavy Losses

TIENTSIN. — The “inprecedented
boom in the rug-making industry in
China, which followed interruption
of the Turkish and Persian trade dur-
ing the war, has suffered a severe
check.
