AMERICA’S FIGHT FOR OPEN
DIPLOMACY AT PARIS

There ia nothing more disiilusionzingin the
whole history of the war than a close study
of these slimp secret treaties concluded a-
mong the allies in 1915, 1916 and 1917. If
the United States, represented by President
Wilson, had not been at the council table, the
conference would have settled down quickly
to the methods of the old secret bargaining
diplomacy; the nations would have conduct-
ed the conference as the French suggested be-
fore the war was fairly ended—upon the pr*-
ceilents of the Congresses of Vienna of 18HS,
Paris of“185G and Berlin of 1878. The victory
over the Central Empires w'as complete, and
the business of dividing the rich spoils of the
war and of punishing Germany would have
been swiftly accomplished. But America was
there; Wilson was there, with many new ideas
of a peace of justice and a method to prevent
wars from arising in the future. These ideas,
moreover, had been agreed to at the armis-
tice, and this was disconcerting to the Euro-
pean powers. Th(i entire Peace Conference
thus consisted of a bitter and prolonged strug-
gle between the old and new, between Euro-
pean and Asiatic desires, lears, ambitions,
greeds and necessities on the one hand and
American principles (and interests)
upon the other.— Current History Magazine

“A man deliberately sets fire to a grain
elevator in which one million dollar’s worth
of grain is stored. Some fire marshal, alone
and unaided, investigates this fire in the hope
of discovering suliicient evidence to bring the
guilty man to trial before a jury strongly pre-
judiced against circumstantial evidence.”
