10 at Hunters.

Incomplete telephone reports from
nearby points said that the two
towns had been wiped out. All roads
are washed out and it is impossible
to approach the vicinity, the reports
said.

The first calls were sent out for
aid and within an hour afterward
efforts to reach the scene were being
made by relief workers.

In their stead, the blue ficld of the
banner whippet® by the winds of that
December day bore the crosses of
St. Andrew and St.- George, the twin
cirosses of England—"visual assur-
ance that the men of the colonies
yet clung to their English faith and
origin and were concerned only with
securing that freedom to which they
were antitled as Englishmen dwell-
ing overseas. '

It was a year and a half lattr
that the Stars and Stripes was for-
malfy. adopted by Congress, Curious
ly énotJgh neither that banner nor
its predecessory s ever carried by
troops of the revolutionary armies.

Commenting upon the question of conect-
ness of government reports which give to Vir-
ginia primacy in the export of tobacco, su-
specting that much North Carolina leaf goes
abroad under the name of “Virginia Brights,
the editor of Natural Resources says:

“The suspicion in this instance may or may
not be correct. Bright tobaccos are extensive-
ly grown in both states, and “Virginia” as a
descriptive term has long been accepted in
world mart! as descriptive of the grade rather
than the locality. If the criticism of the re-

port is justified, the. “ate is not materially en-
damaged.

As to other products and commodities, the
trade name under which they are sold is more
important.  Much game, seafoods, fruits,
whiijh are taken or produced in North Caro-
lina lose a value in the first sale because they
are not products of better advertised localiti-
es, and acquire a higher value when resold
after having been shipped from this state to
the situs of their reputation. Notable in this
connedtion are certain so-called Chesapeake
Bay products, canvasback duck, diamond-
back terrapin, several noted species of oysters,
to say nothing of immense quantities of oysters
and other foods sold in bans whose labels belie
their true source. Western North Carolina
apples have long masqueraded as the products
of orchards with wider reputations. Even such
a peculiar delicacy as the brook catfish, serv-
ed in Philadelphia restaurants as from the
Pennsylvania mountains, is largely supplied
from North Carolina streams. An analogous
lack Of initiative causes many of our mineral
products to be sold in bulk at a far less return

than they would bring if they were manufac-
tured in the state whose mines supply them.

Notably is this true in the case of many clays,
kaolins and kindred products.

Our quarrel, after all, is not with the trade-
marks used by others in the sale of native

products, but with the absence of our own
trademarks, specialized marketing, intensive
manufacture of ray material. What we have
that is good and of distinctive quality, the
world can use and will have. Whether we or
others shall reap the larger return from their
sale or manufacture depends on the .way in
which we treat and dbmand the best for our

own output,
