The development of the automobile and its 
increasing use is only one more indication that 
our standard of living has been raised. Wei 
know what we want and, even at the cost of 
some little hardship, if that is necessary, we 
are going to get it. We may call it “motor- 
itifl” if we like, but the point iA,^hat It is a 
good thing to have, and that it will endure 
until .something even better than the motor 
car makes its appearance. And then we will 
go in for 'that.
