Kemnierer, Wyo., Sept. 17.— The 

bodies of thirteen miners, who on 
yesterday were trapped in Sublet 
Mine No. 5, of the Kemmerw Coa’ 
Company a t Sublet 83 Ihe result of 
an explosion, were taken from the 
mine early  today according to an­
nouncement by Shei’HT Oakley, of 
Keuimerer. The bodies of the men 
taken from th t mine were burned 
almost beyond recognition. A check­
up showed that sixty men were in 
thé mine a t the !ime of the oxph)sion, 
Ihe sheriff said, which leaves thirty- 
five unaccounted fcr.

The twelve mfner.s who es-aped 
alive were unharmed. They were 
caught just above the seventh leve 
and a cavc-in of the retaining walls 
saved them from death by ga^ and 
fire, according to meagre reports.

Another g rtu p  of 12 miner.'? pr»
baly were killed instantly when the

toexplosion occurred, according 
conjecture by officials.

The men were on their way to 
the top for the noon meal when the 
blast wrecked the mine. It is be 
lieved they were thrown to the bet 
tom of the shaft and killed before 
gasces accumulated.

The force of rescue workers was 
augmented this morning by the a r­
rival of a mine rescue car with ad­
ditional apparatus and men from 
Rock Springs, .Wyoming. E xcite  
ment was a t fever heat around the 
moulh of the mine as htMidreds 
waited to identify tlw corpses taken 

«from the  mine.
As fASt as the bodies are recovered 

from the mine th ty  are being 
brought to Kemnierer where two im 
provised, morgues ha\*b been set up 
Identification of the bodicg is s'ow 
as many of them are badly mulliigt 
ed.

Scores of men w'ho worked all 
tiight to rescue their comrades, con 
tinued their labor today in a driz 
zling rain.

Officialci of the coal company re 
fused to give out any news regard
ing the accident declaring tha t all
details would have to he carefully 
verified before any inormation could
b mad public. M any reports as to
the cause 0 the explosion have been 
circulated. One is that it was taused 
by a spark which flashed from a tool 
which struck the side of a coal car

A change of three votes in the 
house might have taken three states from 
Adams and a.Ided them to Jacksons total, 
making the election 1.f any candidate impos­
sible as long os the representatives stood to 
their guns, la  that case, John C. Calhoun 
would have become prcviident, and the whole 
course of American history from tha t date 
onward might haVe been changed.

Two of these states had but a single rep­
resentative— Illinois and Missouri. In the 
Louis'iana delegation, Adams had two voter 
to Jackson’s one, the vote of the state being 
therefore cast for Adams. In the electoral 
colk’fc, both Louisiana’s and Illinois’ majori­
ty had been for Jackson, Missouri had been 
for Clay. Small wonder that the Jackson

Such a possibility should be \iew ed from 
a standpoint of what has happened in the 
past if it is to mean anything. It is just 100 
years since coigress w'as called upon, in the 
only instance of its kind in history, .Uj name 
a chief executive, following a deadlock in 
the electoral college. In th a t ; year there 
were four candidates and each had a- formid­
able following,

Andrew Jackson, although leading in both 
popular and electoral votes, w’as defeated in 
congress by John Quincy Adams, William 
H. Crawford and Henry Clay were the otht r 

candidates.
The popular vote is unreliable. All four 

candidate^ ran in but five states j three ran 
in six states; in seven states the contest was 
between two. In six states the legislature, 

not the people, chose, the electors. But the 
popular vote, as nearly as it can be counted, 
was: Jackson 152,901; Adams, 114,023; 
Crawford, 46,979: Clay 47,217.

In the electoral college, the vote stood: 
Jackson, 99; Adams 84; Crawford 31; Clay 
37. No one having a majority, the election 
went to the house; and as the constitution

stolen. Nevf^rtheless, there is not the slight­
est evidence of corruption in the house.

There is even less danger ot a purchased 
eliiclion if the vote is thrown into the house 
this year, for the preference of the various 
congressmen are well-known, and the wholy 
eountry will be on the lookout for any evi­
dence of bargain and sale.
