er Sewing Machine Company, already one of 
the strongest monopolies in the country, it 
has swelled the profits of the  Sugar Trust by 
at least $100,000,000 annually; it has added 
millions to the income of the S eel Tmstr— 
$100,000,000 of which was taken from the 
farm ers in higher prices fo r agricultural ma­
chinery and implementsj it has favored and 
fattened every combine in the United States.

But this tariff has done nothing for the 
farmeh and the wage worker while doing a 
good deal to pauperize them by increasing 
the cost of living not less than four billion 
dollars a year. While fhe trusts and mono­
polies which benefit by this tariff have grown 
richer they have enhanced prices on the one 
hand and cut wages on the other hand.

And this tariff has done little for the Gov­
ernment. Of every $8 collected in higher 
prices from consumers, including farmers and 
wage workers, only $1 has gone into the  

Treasury.
