Along with the group of Valdosta citizens,
headed by Mr. Allen Strickland, who are act-
ing trustees of the college, a group of friends
and admirers of Wilson have' been working
shoulder to shoulder for more than a year,
planning the details of the college. They in-
clude such men as Col. Edward M. House,
Mr. David F. Houston, secretary of Agricul-
ture in the Wilson cabinet, and Dr. Sidney E.
Menzes, president of the College of the City
of New York.

They point out that since Wilson was a
scholar and sensed the long apprenticeship
to his public career in a great university, that
it is fitting that the monument to him should
be a college where his policies of education
can be put into practice and be made a vehicle
for his ideals. They believe that since he was
from the South, Georgia bred, it is appropri-
ate that the college bearing his name should
be placed in the environment that helped to
mould his life.

The preceptorial method of teaching by
which the professors and instructors come in-
to close personal contact with students out-
side of the classrooms and which Wilson hot-
ly championed at Princeton, is to be a feature
of Woodrow Wilson College at Valdosta ac-
cording to plans. Three hundred students
will be the maximum enrollment and they will
be drawn from throughout the country as
well as Georgia.

The subjects in which Wilson found most
jinterest — International Relaticrtis, History,
Political Science, Economics, Literature and
Sociology — the studies that are most im-
portant to the welfare and happiness of man-
kind, will receive particular attention at
Woodrow Wilson College. Students attend-
ing the institution will be chosen from those
whose bent is along these lines.

From these thoughtfully evolved plans is
to rise up at Valdosta, a memorial that will
not™only enshrine the memory of a great man,
but may serve to kindle a beacon light for
posterity.
