ÍBom Paris to New Yor.
When tlic plane Arc-en-Ceil 

(Rainbow) crashed on the landing 
field at Orly airdome yesterday it 
killed the mechanic Lannet. Man­
uel. another rneber of the trans-At­
lantic crew was injureú, as was Gia- 
noli, an engineer.

The plane was roaring close to the 
ground at about 125 miles an hour 
when spectators noticed a huge 
wing wobbllnt The eaglnes were cut 
off and the machine shot almost 
perpendicularly into the air to a 
Iwight of about 450 feet. Then it 
rlid to one side and crashed to the 
ground.

The ill-fated plane was of novel 
design and built entirely of wood. 
Reme Couzinent. 24 year old desi­
gner of the machine, had sunk all 
hue savings into the project and 
what he could gather from friends. 
He was plunged into despair today 
at the tragic death of two of his 
collaborators and Ihe wreck of all 
of his hopes when success .seemed 
within his gra.sp. By a strange 
chance H was the first flight that 
Couslnet had not gone up in the 
machine which had preformed sat­
isfactorily in all previous tests.

Joseph Lfbrlx. who was to have 
gone on the plane on its trans- At­
lantic flight in the capacity of m - 
vigHtor, nad intended to go on the 
fatal flight. He arrived at the iieid 
a half hour too late however.
