LEOPOLD AND LOEB
Despite the fact tha t Leo­

pold and Loeb were convict­
ed and sent to prison with a 
recommendation that would 
prohibit any chance of fu­
ture parole, now’ comes the 
statement that the finding of 
fS  error in the mittimus 
makes the two criminals 
elffible for parole in six 
years.

The News and Observer, 
declaring that the first error 
in the Leopold-Loeb case 
w ai when the two young 
men escaped the gallows and 
that public opinion will re ­
bel at their ever again being 
given their freedom, says:

Because of an error in the 
*mittimus* Leopold and Loeb 
perpeitrators of one of the 
most revolting crimes of 
this generation, it is said, 
will be eligible for parole in 
•even years.

“The statement to this ef­
fect ffom Chairman Hinton 
Clabaugh, of the Illinois 
^ t e  Board of Pardons and 
Paroles, does not elaborate 
on the error. W hatever error 
there was occurred in the 
formal commitment of the 
two men to the Joilet prison 
I t  is technical error. It is an 
error that legal minds hunt­
ing for fine distinctions may 
find but that popular judg­
ment w'ill not find, appre­
ciate or approve.

“The first great error in 
the Leopold and Loeb case 
w as thoir escape from hang­
ing. If there was ever a 
need for capital punishment 
it was there. The next error 
was on the part of the prison 
adm inistration which gave 
to ‘these .sons ol wqilth who 
are  pam pered pets in Joilet’ 
jobs as private secretaries to 
the chaplain and the w a rd ­
en.
