The -highest average price for
any week since the opening of the
Greenville tobacco market was es-
teblished during the week just
closed, according to officii report
or sales made public this. morning
by K. W. Cobb, secretary of the
Greenville Tobacco Board of Trade.
The price was $24.84 per hundred
pounds and was made on the sale
pf 5,366,634 pounds of bright leaf.
The total amount paid out to the
farmers was $1333,172.02.

Conclusion of the week's sales
yesterday saw the market pass the
thirty million pound mark for the
entire season, The exact figures as
compiled by the Board of Trade
were given at 35,081,198. This places
the market almost two million
pounds ahead of sales for the ecor-
responding date last year.

The report showed the rarket
had paid out to the farmers this
season a total sum of $6.768,818.24,
the average being $18.86 per hun-
died pounds, nearly two cents high-
