'County, who went to Raleigh to 
bring him back after hU arrest: 

Insisting he still loved the wo­
man, Prawr said a rifle he had in 
the back sMt of his automobile 
discharged as he reached for it 
killing her as she sat beside him 
They were returning from a jaunt 
Into New York state and Praaer 
said both had been drinking.

Fraaer was apprehend?d in Ral­
eigh after the womar’s body was 
found in the woods near ^ owHtjr 
Green Va, Her husband, Henry, 
a wilder identified the body.

David was faced today with the 
nrobi»m of establishing deflnltelv 
the place of the shooting. He said 
Frazer’s talk ied him to brlieve 
jtfrg. Stader waé shht and died 
near Elizabeth.

An autopsv revealed Mrs. Sfad*** 
had been killed almost instantly 
by a J23 calibre ,bullet fired into 
the back of her head.
