Dadeville, Ala.. July 40.—(AP)— 

Thirty-four negroes arrested in 
connection with efforts to Talla­
poosa county authorities to break 
up -the Share Croppers Union” 
were in jaU today on charges rang­
ing fr«n c<msplracy to murder to 
carrying oonci^ed weapons while 
the International Labor Defense 
and Police Chief J. M. Wilson of 
Camp Hill, engaged in a duel of 
statements.

Conspiracy to murder and assault 
with intent to murder charge were 
lodged against some of the negroes 
as result of the serious wounding 
Thursday night of Sheriff J. Kyle 
Young near Camp Hill while a 
meeting of the union ma in prog­
ress. Ralph Gray, negro, was ac­
cused by officers of the actual 
wounding and he was slain, but 
Solicitor Sanford Mullins had evi­
dence the meeting was calW to 
plot the murder of Young and his 
deputies.

This version was denied last night 
In a formal sUtement in Chatta­
nooga, Tenn.. of Lowell Wakefield, 
secreury of the southern district of 
the International Labw Defense, 
who said the slaying of Gray was 
unjustifiable and “these croppers 
organising to obtain the bare nec­
essities of life, were protesting the 
attempted legal lynching of nine 
negro boys at Scottsboro. Ala."

Wakefield also charged that four 
negroes probably were lynched dur­
ing the Camp Hill warfare.

“Every attempt.” he Mid. “on the 
part of negro and white workers 
I .id poor farmers to orgsnl» 
against stsrvatkm or aipdnst the 
bosses' terror is me* wtth rope, fagot 
and shot.”

In reply. Chief Wilson dented 
that any other negroes besides Gray 
were killed and said Gray was shot 
only after he had fired twice on 
the officers, and his killing was in 
defense of the officers* lives. The 
chief also denied that any attempt 
had been made to cut off food al­
lowances as “lando wners had to 
have laborers to harvest their crops 
or lose them.“

The union was organised about 
two months ago. In raids on its 
meetings officers said they found 
evidence of organisation of a “So­
ciety for the Advancement of Col­
ored People" to obtain political and 
scial equality, but this order is not 
now accused of having any part in 
the disturbances of last week.
