W ashington, Aug. 7. —  

(A P )— The Senate ended 
its bitter six months' court 

; controversy today by passing 
a compromise bill providing 
only for procedural changes 
in low er federal tribunals.

A substitute for the President’s original bill, which included the en­largement of the Supreme Court if justices over 70 did not retire, the measure ai^oved did not even mention the Supreme Court.It was passed without a re(X>rd vote after a perfunctory debate.Since tlw court measure wa§ at- ta<fired as an amendment to an un­important House judiciary bill it win now go back to the house for approval. Little opposition was ex­pected.Administnition spokesmen had agreed to the bill in principle, fol­lowing collapse of ihelr supreme court enlargement program.
Immediately after the bill's pas­sage Seiwtor Guffey, D.-Pa.) asked Uiat his opposition be recorded. Vice President Garner permitted him to note his opposition in the 

records.The only opposition voiced on the floor c.ame from Senator Lewis (D.- r:i.) He contended tiie measure was unconstitutional because it would prevent a  single federal district Judge from restraining the enforce­ment of acts of congress he deem* 
invalid.It was virtually the last piece of major legisiation confionting the senate. Administration leaders con- tidentlv predicted adjournment within two weeks, after the senate has “nicpped up” a half dozen 
minor bills.Cons.deration had begun a half year ago after Mr. Roosevelt s re­
quest for as many as six new high court Justices started an epochal : legislative upheaval.Elsewhere, meanwhile, Elliott 
Kaplan, secretary of the National ; Civil Service Reform lieague. said pc.^nnel provisicns of the Robin­son government reorganization bill were “v'ague and contradictory."
