Meaaure Would Pro­
vide Pension for A ll 
Workers of North 
Carolina, Including 
Teachers, E x c e p t  
Those For Whom 
Similar Provisions 
A lready Have Been 
Made
Raleigh, March 11— (AP) 

— A bill to provide a retire­
ment fund for about 40,000 
state employees, including 
school teachers and workers 
ift ail other branches of the 
government, was introduced 
in the House today by Rep­
resentatives Cherry of Gas­
ten and Hatch of Wake.

A pparently  the  m easure was de­
signed to  replace a previously in - 
Uodticed proposal providing a  re ­
tirem en t p lan  for teachers alcsie.

I t i e  House held a  sho rt aeaaion. 
recriv ing four new biUs. passing 
e igh t and  sending them  to  th e  S en­
a te . T he representatives tribted. 
thereby virtuadly killing, a  biU to  
allow Avery citizens to  fish in  th e  
county w ithout licenses.

T he re tirem en t WU. which would 
no t tak e  effect xmtil July, 1941, 
would cover a ll s ta te  employees a c ­
cep t those whose re tirem en t is pro­
vided by o th e r m eans, su rii as peace 
officers.

Also exem pted would be Justices 
of the  Suprem e court, judges o f th e  
Superior court, th e  governor and  
o th er etective officials.

Two an d  on e-h a lf per cen t would 
be deducted  from  th e  em ployees’ 
pay fo r th e  fund. T h e  Advisory 
Budget Oommisskm would d e te r-
m ter  t í m ,
s ta te  a n d  uS *  a im  presum ably 
sm uld be included in  a p ia t^ r ia tk m s  
recom m ended to  th e  1941 G enm al 
Assembly. ^

T he ann u ities  smukl be cm nputed 
on th e  basis of average pay during  
th e  10 years preceding re tiim n en t 
and  would n o t exceed $720. R etire ­
m en t would be altowed a t  th e  age 
o f 70 for employees who have srork- 
ed fo r th e  s ta te  15 years an d  a t  the  
age o f 60 for those in  th e  s ta te ’s 
employ for 30 years. R etirem en t a t  
70. however, would be compulsory 
unless th e  head  of th e  em ployem ’ 
agency said h is services a re  neces- 
sar>'.

T he s ta te  d irector of personnel 
would .adm in iste r the  proposal, u n ­
der th e  supervision o f á  seven-m an 
com m ission nam ed by th e  governor. 
T hree  commiaisoners would be s ta te  
employees d txduding two teachers), 
two would be s ta te  officials (in ­
cluding a  school official); an d  two 
would represen t th e  general public.

Therefore, it will eventually be paid

er. The current five per cent tax 
is already a big factor in living 
costs. I t is handicapping thrifty 
people in saving scmething »for 
themselves. Now, a movement Is 
on foot to pu t OCTO.SS a national 
health insurance program which 
would take another Uiree per cent 
puy roll tax. I t  will also be added 
to the cost of goods, if  enacted, it 
will boost the total tax on wages 
to twelve per cent.

Reserve Fund a ‘Myth’
These Social Security taxes alone 

are now giving the Government 
about $1,000.000.000 a year of new 
«pending money. This is the annu­
al ccmtribution of millions of in ­
dividuals to the tj-usi aind 'vliich 
is supposed to provide thfm  with a 
m onthly incxxne in their old age.
T he funds, liowever, are being used 
for current public expense.s. Is one 
per cent being set aside for the fu­
ture?

If the Social Security system is 
not changed, I doubt very much if 
the young people of twenty to th ir­
ty  ywirs of age will ever receive 
any benefit from it. When their 
time arrives to get their $40, $50 or 
$ao monthly government check, it 
may not <?V4n buy a pair of shoes 
cu* a  roast of beef! ’Ihe  Townsend 
n a n .  on soma reasonable basis, is 
far safer. It, a t least, "pays-as-it- 
goes’’ even though it, too, may in­
crease prices tremendously!

482 New Taxes
Despite the  swiftly running 

stream  of revenue pouring into 
Washington, all eyes are focused 
On new tax possibilities. Never be­
fore in our history has the govern­
m ent collected as much money as 
It is now doing. Moreover, it is 
spending every cent cf it, including 
the  m<mey collected for the Social 
fiecurity trust fund, and it is still 
paying only half its bills. Mean­
while, largely to pay for new ‘so­
cial’ programs, state governments 
are considering 482 hew liceitses 
hod taxes. If the security trend 
CKHitinues, the taxes necessary to 
pay for our ‘security’ and ‘insur- 
bnce’ programs may amount to a 
practical ccnfiscation of every in- 
dividuaTs wages!

Pundamentaily, the only real se- 
.«urlty is high spiritual and intel- 
Uec(ual character. Industry, hon­
esty,, ability, c o u rse , and kindness 
are  those vital factors which make* 
any security program click. Elimi­
nate these qualities and insurance 
pf any kind is useless. ’The gov­
ernm ent is simply the organization 
Of people. ’The moral fibre of
the people. If the people do not 
have strong character, their gov­
ernment insurance and security is 
useless.

Security vs. Liberty.
