Raleigh, April 21 —Auxiliary
thrills to North Carolina’s 1940 gov-
ernor's primary will be given by no
more than half a dozen really seri-
cus and formidable Congressional
contests, according to the present
outlook.

Only some drastic developments
or politieal upheaval could upset
this prospect, though of course the
possible death of incumbent (some
of whom are well along in years)
must also be considered as entirely
within the bounds of possibility.

But as things shape up now Con-
gressmen Lindsay Warren in the
First, John Kerr in the Second, Har-
old Cooley in the Fourth, Lon Fol-
ger in the Fifth, Bob Doughton in
the Ninth seem practically certain
€0 be renominated without - more
than nominal opposition, if they
have even that,

In a second group, are Graham
Barden of the Third, J. Bayard
Clark in the Seventh, and Major
R. L. Bulwinkle in the Tenth. The
trio must be conceded a wide and
extensive edge over any opponent
now in sight, but they are not nearly
s0 invincible as those in group one
and there is far more likelihood
that they may be called on to face
formidable foes.

In a third group. Carl Durham in
the Sixth.
