But now the tloughty warrior, 
keen-witted statesman and prolific

author has been called Into Britain’s 
war cabinet &s first lord of toe ad­
miralty—-and once against he is to a 
position to boast, "I told you ao."
. He held the same job In 1911-15. 
building up the navy aga in st. the 
threát of Kaiser Wilhelm’s no»' 
fleet. And because he saw wluU wma 
coming, British men-<tf-war wtre 
a t their stations when to e  confltot 
broke, and the Ocrmaid fleet f» s

bottled up. He was credited with 
developing speedier warships and 
introducing tanks.

It was he, too, who pushed the a t­
tempt to break through the Darda­
nelles, Turkish-defended gateway to 
the Black sea. I t was a brilliftnt 
plan, but it failed disastrously, prob­
ably because his advice wa.sn’t fol­
lowed soon enough. Thereupon he 
resigned and went to the trenches.

But he held one cabinet post or an ­
other most of the time from 1917 to 
1929. and always has bfon active to 
politics.

The puckish, devil - may - care 
Churchill, whose mother was an 
American, was menbtoncj for Prime 
Minister Baldwin's job to 1935—and 
his championship of King Edward 
in the abdication criris may have 
been one big reason why he did not

get it. Others- perhaps, were his 
dislike fw precedCTit and his re­
fusal to ptill punches even when the 
welfare of his own party was con­
cerned.

But no or»e ever questkmed his 
courage or his abfJjtv to get things 
done. And Englishmen cheered 
When toe 65 - year - rid “Winnie” 
stopped into his old Job at the out- 
break of another great war.

himself with sketching briefly 'what 
occurred back in Wwld war days 
from 1914 to 1920. He pointed out 
that many of toe same conditions 
exist today as existed then, btit cau­
tion ea that there are now present 
additional factors which were not 
present in 1914; These new factors, 
he pomted out. may upset the whrie 
equation based on the past.
