Washington, Sept. 15. —
(AP)—President Roosevelt
indicated strongly today
that he hoped to limit legis-
lation at the special session

of Congress to revision of the |

neutrality law.

Asked at the press conference
whether he would request anti-
profiteering legislation. he said he
did not expect to. He told reporters
he also planned to make no request
for a .deficiency appropriation nor
for war risk insuféhce legislation.

At the same time the President
declared no plans had even been
considered for the govermmient in
Washington that could be remotely
connected with our possibility of
getting into the war abroad.

When a reporter questioned the
President for his definition of terri-
torinl waters of the United States,
Mr. Roosevelt said the limit was as
far as our.interests needed to go
out. Chuekling, he added. “That
was & hot onhe off the bat,” and no
ane had ever before defined terri-
torial waters that way.

Armistice is Signed by

Russians and Japanese

Action May Lead To
New Non-Aggres-
sion Pact

Moscow, Sept. 15 —(AP)—Soviet
Russia and Japan were reported to-
day to have reached an armistice in
their war on the Man-
choukuo-Mongolian border. Some
ohsérvers expected the move to lead
immediately to t.hemslmg of a
non-aggression pact ween them.

Japanese Ambassador Togo and
Soviet Premier and Foreign Com-
missar Molotodl .were said by ususi-
Iy unimpeachable sources to .have
agreed upon immediate cessation of
hostilities after a four-hour confer-
ence. They will meet again tomor-

row after which a communique will-

be issued.

Germany has been trying to affect
& reconciliation beiween Moscow
and Tokyo since the signing of the
German-Soviet pact August 24. On-
ly a few details were available on
the possibly momentous conference
today between the Japanese and
Russian representatives.

The agreement would make an
end to several years of border fight-
ing in the Far East of which few
details have become public, with
the exception of an occasional com-
munique from Moscow or Tokye or
from a trip to the front by a neu-
tral correspondent.

Should Russia and Japan sign a
non-aggression pact it would be con-
sidered another diplomatic triumph
for Adolph Hitler, observers said.
The Reich has been working hastily
to stave off what it feared might be
a British effort to effect an under-
stapding with Japan.

Baptists were established in Pitt
county by 1755. A Baptist church
was constituted in Greenville July
1827. Rev. Thomas D. Mason
was the first pastor.

In 1830 seven ministers and seven
laymen came together with the
avowed purpose of organising thé
Baptist State Convention of North
Carelina. This meeting was held in
an academy building on Washington
street.

The present house of 'oﬂhlp used
by the Memorial congregation was
seven yéars  In building, from _the
fact that the work was frequently
interrupted by the lack of funds.
The building was dedlcated in Octo-
ber, 1890.
