The shadow of the Russian bear lengthened in the Baltic area
of troubled Europe with the conclusion of a pact between Seoviet
Russia and Lithuania, giving Russia a Baltic springbeard extending
from the Gulf of Finland to the border of East Prussian Germany,
near the port of Memel recently seized from Lithuania by Ger-

many, On this map the shaded area shows the three Baltic states—
Estonia, Latvia and Lithvania—with which the Soviets have con-
cluded agreements making them virtually Russian psotectorates.
The shaded portion is extemded to include Wilno (Vilna), ancient
Lithuanian capital, and the appreximate area surrounding it which
has ben restored to Lithuania. Thousands were reported ready to
flee Helsinka, capital of Finland, and Viipuri, capital of Eastern
Finland, as Russia massed men-o'-war off Kronstadt and thous-
ands of troops along the border of the Baltic nations noew under
her influence.
